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Summary

Tourism plays a vital role in economic and social development in the
countries enriched with touristic attractions. The income rustled from tourism is
considered on of the striking factors in economic development which contributes
to the progress and prosperity of nations. This contribution in supporting
economic sides varies from a country to another owing to their civil
development and the touristic attractions they have. This contribution is also due
to the understanding of the subjects of the importance of tourism and what are
they supposed to do towards it.

Planning in sucha field is one of the main bases which support economic
sides, that is why tourism was divided into several types from which sport
Recreation is one of the most important types which make use of natural,
geographical and climatic conditions in Egypt, which results in an increase in
the national income according to what was set in the third five-year-plan
concerning developing international tourism beginning from 1992 to 1997. This
was to be done by creating up-to-date touristic fields which contribute to the
increase of the number of tourists. Unfortunately, this concern was limited to
some competitions and festivals which represent a group of Recreation all sports
not all of them putting aside all attractions. We discover that all touristic-sport
programs are parts of touristic villages programs which are made use of by a few
number of tourists.

From their side tourists consider sport Recreation their favorite type, for
they enjoy human, historical and natural attractions in Egypt to ease themselves
where they find relaxation through actual practices not by watching only and
that will result in negative effects on their health.

In spite of the previous clarification of the importance of that kind of
tourism , the researcher found a lack in the scientific researches which help in
developing that kind of tourism, that is why she called for conducting such a

survey and present some suggestions which encourage that kind of researches



and increase the number of tourists, hence there will be an increase in our
national income.
Objectives:

Evaluating activities of Sport Recreation in projects concerning tourism in

Egypt to assign the following.

* Aim of the activity. *Sport-tourism programs.
*Human abilities , *Mass media.
*Financial abilities. *Public policies

*Presenting a project a suggested program to activate Physical Recreation
Tourism.

Questions to be answered in the study: [ Research Questions ].

1- Are the aims of the activity suitable.

2- Are there human abilities for sport-tourism.

3- Are there financial [ materialistic ] abilities for Physical Tourism.

4- Are there programs concerning Physical Tourism built on scientific
bases.

5- Do mass media play a role in Physical Tourism.

6- Is there organization among different ministries responsible for Physical

Tourism.

7- Presenting a project of suggested program to activate Physical Recreation

Tourism.

Procedures:

The researcher used the descriptive process for it is the most suitable one
for the nature of the study.

The subject:

The subject was chosen from “30” touristic villages and 520" touristic

(with different language) from the Red Sea Governorate.



Instruments:

The researcher use questionnaires and inter views because of their

suitability for the nature of the study.

Steps of the study:

1- The researcher made reading concerning the assigned topic.

2- Analysis of questionnaires designed by researchers in previous studies
which included the aims and the barriers.

3- According to the analysis of the questionnaires used for collecting data
from previous studies, the researcher assigned a sample of her questionnaire
which included 65 items divided into five main sections: Aims-Barriers
programs-Mass media-Public policies.

4- The two forms were implemented on a subject of “8” of managers of
touristic villages and “20” tourist with different languages and finding the
scientific co-efficient.

5- The two forms were implemented on the main subject which contains
“30” manager and “520” tourists.

6- Collecting the forms putting the answers in special records.

7- Treating the data statistically using ““ Kay Square *

The following findings were achieved:

1- Physical tourism depends upon the existing resources which are
considered the most important bases of that kind of tourism in Egypt.

2- Although there are a lot of natural resources of physical tourism in Egypt,
they are badly used.

3- There are no specialists who are able to work in that field, for there are no
majors in faculties of Physical Education Tourism & Hotels which qualify them.

4- The Lack of suitable building for the success of that kind of tourism and

those usable ones aren’t used well.



5- The financial abilities of the individual aren’t suitable, and result in
neglecting that kind of tourism.

6- The lack of services presented to tourists.

7- The lack of programs concerning activating Physical-Tourism.

8- Shaping and advertising are the bases of the success of that kind of
tourism in Egypt.

9- The lack in the performance of advertising organizations concerning their
abilities in the success Physical Tourism.

10- Physical Tourism has benefits for the country and the individuals
for it increases the national income.

11- Tourists with different language prefer water sports like Diving,
Rowing, Tourism, Sails, Moto cycles, Walking, Tennis, Squash and Beach
enjoyment,

Recommendations:

1- Symmetry between faculties of Physical Education and Faculties of
Tourism and Hotels in Egypt to present specialists who have the ability to work
in that field.

2- Encouraging researches in Physical Tourism to develop it.

3- Paying attention to the sports that tourists prefer and the places in which
they are practiced through advertising and mass media.

4- Setting up buildings (plants), sawing sport-tools, assigning periodical

maintenance.

5- Programs of physical tourism should be setup upon scientific bases with

assigned rules which suit all ages and nationalities.
