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Abstract

Suggested Program for Developing
Some Forms of Prosocial Behavior for Deaf Child

Introduction :

The loss of hearing in children has bad effects on their
different sides of growth, specially the social side.

Many studies pointed out that deaf children have low level
of different prosocial behaviors which are necessary for their
reaction with others in society.

If the deaf child suffers from shortage in different
prosocial behaviors this is not due to losing hearning only but
due in the others attitudes around him so the environment which
surrounded the child has a role in creating his personality and
build his attinedes, interests, thoughts and beliefs. Thus, the
need to develop some prosocial behaviors for the deaf has
become very important.

Those prosocial behaviors increase their a daptatioﬁ in the
society.

Problem of Study :

The problem of the study is defined in the flowing
questions :

1- What is the effectiveness of a suggested program in
developing social responsibility (empathy, co-operation
helping) of the deaf children?

2- Is there any difference between (males & females )
according to social responsibility (empathy, co- operation ¢
helping) in deaf children?

3- Do the program effect will be continued after conducting
two months of applying this program on deaf children?
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Purposes of the study:

1- Developing social responsibility (empathy, co-operation,
helping) of the deaf children,

2- Recognizing the differences between deaf children (males
and females) in social responsibility. (empathy, co-operation
helping).

3- Certaining of the positive effect of the program through
conducting follow up.

Hvpotheses of the study :
1- First Hypothesis:

There are statistically significant differences between
mean degree of deaf children in experimental and control
groups on social responsibility (empathy, co-operation helping),
after conducting the program in favour of the experimental
group.

2- Second hypothesis:

There are statistically significant differences between
mean degree of deaf children in experimental group on social
responsibility (empathy, co-operation, helping). Before and after
conducting the program in favour of after conducting the
program.

3- Third Hypothesis :
There are no statistically significant differences between

mean degree of deaf children (males & females) in experimental
group after conducting the program

4- Forth Hypothesis :

There are no statistically significant differences between
mean degree of deaf children in experimental group on social

responsibility after conducting the program and in the period of
follow up .

The Sample of Study :
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The sample of this study consists of (22) deaf children,
males and females in basic education stage some have complete
deafness inherited or acquired, before the age of (5) years
divided into two groups.

1- Control group: Consists of (11) deaf children (5)Males
(6) Females.

2- Experimental group : consists (11) deaf children (5)
males ¢« (6) Females.

Instruments of the Study :

1- Good enough ¢« Harris Intelligent test.

2- The socioeconomic scale for Egyption family (Prepared by
Abdel Aziz El Shakhs, 1988).

3- Social Responsibility figuered scale, of the deaf children
(Prepared by the researcher).

4- A program for developing some of prosocial behavior, of the
deaf children. (Prepared by the researcher).

Statistical Methods :
1- Mann Whitney test.
2- Wilcoxon test.

3- The researcher prepared the statistical by using SPSS.

Finding of the study :

The study proved that the entire hypothesis are right, that
were explained according to the theoretical and previous studies.

1- There are statistically significant differences between mean
degree of deaf children in experimental and control groups
on social responsibility (empathy, co-operation helping).
After conducting the program in favour of the experimental
group.

2- There are statistically significant differences between mean
degree of deaf children in experimental group on social
responsibility (empathy, co-operation, helping). Before and
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after conducting the program of favour f the after
conducting.

There are no statistically significant differences between
mean degree of deaf children (males of females) in
experimental group on total degree social responsibility
and empathy after conducting the program. But there are
differences between (males of females) in co- operation and
helping in favour of males.

There are no statistically significant differences between
mean degree of deaf children in experimental group on
social responsibility after conducting the program and in the
period of follow up .
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
