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Summary of Research
The introduction and the issue of the research:

Preparing high standard athletes needs several aspects of
training. The psychological preparation together with the
performance and planning, all are important parts in educating and
training athletes for competitions.

"Counsilman" refers to the fact that going forward to better
standard in the field of swimming, doesn't come only through
physical preparation, but also through mental and psychological
preparation during training.

Osama Ratab 1997 says that the programs for juniors have
very heavy load and some of them are trained more than-once a day
during the year with short stops.

Esam Helmy 1982 ensures that the main reason for fatigue,
tiureness, and feeling sick is not only because of heavy load of
training but also there are other reasons that increase the pressure
over the swimmer. The result will be fatigue. When the simmertries
to be better in different fields of his life, he studies, trains hard and
for long period. He might have different places to get training,
school, club, company, and private. These all are the reasons that get
the Egyptian swimmer away of the international standard and scores
as long as he gets up to elder stage.

Ibraheem Khalifa refers to the psychological stress which is
considered as one of the psychological features that affect the
athletes health. Repetition and hard effect lead to disturbance in the
psychological aspect which leads in its turn to negativeness in the
athletes performance. All this lead to actual psychological, mental
and physical fatigue which the athlete can not confront and as a
result he might withdraw.

Lately more attentions are given to the relation between sport
and psychological stress, resulted from training and competition the
results of the researches ensure that the ratio of the withdrawal from
sports life varies between 30% to 40% and increases in the age of 13
to 15 years old.
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Paying more attention to the psychological stress, its reasons,
and negative effects will help in a full development and
psychological and social care for the athlete. That is because the
physical and psychological fatigue will lead to decreasing the
achievement motivation. Mohamed Hasan 1998 explains that it is
the ability of the athlete to confront the competing situations and
trying to win through certain rules and by showing big deal of
activity and continuity as a result and need for struggling to win and
being distinguished in sport competing situations.

All this clarify the importance of the different categories of
athletes in the research as respect to the psychological stress and
motivation achievement as their effect to the standard performance
of the short distance swimmers.

The research is to answer two questions:-

1) What are the main reasons for the psychological stress and
the motivation achievement for the swimmers, and if it differs
according to experience years, the standard whether male or female,
and the kind of swimming?

2) What is the relation between psychological stress and the
sport achievement motivation.

The importance of research:-
1) The scientific importance.

The research presents a new way to assist building the
acknowledging system in the field of the psychological guidance
related to swimmer's psychological stress.

In regard to the importance of the psychological stress and
achievement motivation and their influence on the exerted effort, all
the previous studies did not handle these aspects specially in the arab
environment which the researcher paid great attention to them.

The importance of the application

The stfldy will help the swimmer's psychologist to know the
swimmers psychologist to know the swimming related psychological
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stress, and its negative results in order to avoid them. It also enables
the trainer to plan a right program that helps to develop the standard.

To know the achievement motivation of the swimmers, this
enables the trainer to provide the right situations that help these
motivations.

If the trainer knows the aspects of superiority, this will help to
understand what are the valuable things for the swimmers and to
help beginners to find out new motivations for the benefit of sport

There are differences between swimmers of the same
psychological stress in their achievements in the favour less
standards that is to say, as long as the standard goes down,
the psychological stress increases in other words, when the
swimmer's standard goes down, he feels afraid of failure and
accordingly losses self confidence and this causes lot of
stress.

There are differences between swimmers under same
psychological stress, related to the achievement record nature
of the training, and the family. These differences go to the
less experienced swimmers, because experienced swimmers
are used to all stress and know how to handle them.

There are no differences between swimmers of the same
stress, time, and trainer according to the years of experience.
That’s because all swimmers in one team are trained at the
same time, same year of education, and having same stress
and they go under same stress thats to say the trainer stress is
according to the standard and not to the years of experience.

There are no differences between male or female swimmers
under same stress. They go under same stress, time, and
yeare of education. They are also prepared for same kind of
competition.

There are no differences of swimmers under same stress
according to the kind of swimming that’s because ail of them
under go the same circumstances.

There are differences between swimmers in self confidence
and sticking to continuity of achievement and performance
for the sake of high athlet standard. The more the athlet
standard is the more his need for achievement will be. The
swimmers haring achievement motivation exert effort to

~ succeed and avoid failure.
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10) There are no differences of same, athlet superiority need,
competition need, social superiority, dicision making,
standard, and aims reality, that is because all swimmers with
different standard have same above needs.

11) There are no differences of the same achievement motivation
according to sex, years of experience, and kind of swimming
that’s because all these things have .othing to do with
standard of athlet achievement according to the research
criteria.

12) There are opposite relation between all aspects of
psychological stress and achievement motivation. If the
psychological stress incears the swimmers need to achieve
decreases due to anxity, low self confidence and worry.

Recommendations

The recommendations of this research come from the statistics,
information, and conclusions reached by the researcher as follows:-
