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Abstract

c- Identi fy (30) literary topics that secondary stage students tend to study.

d- A suggestion of nearly (40) literary texts contain the criteria of the

critical approaches that the literary text ought to be studied in their light.

They also contain the literary topics which secondary stage students tend to

study.

e- Analysis of the literary texts studied by secondary stage students in

the light of the criteria list which the study reached to and the literary topics

that the students tend to study at the secondary stage.

f- Identification of the strengths and weaknesses sides of the literary

texts content, and presented some suggestions to overcome these weaknesses.
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
