Summary
Introduction
Agriculture is considered the basic support economic building in Egypt. By

its both plants and animal sectors, it represents about 20% of total

national/local products and about 15% of total imports.

As a result a continuous rural development and modernize Egyptian

agriculture becomes the basic core for responsible interest to achieve

welfare and better life for rural people. Believing that man is the main aim

and approach of development in the same time, man becomes always the

core of all development processes.

Agriculture teaching is considered as the main introduction and the real

support to develop, progress and increasing agricultural products of any

rural community. Because it participates significantly in providing the

sector with well trained human resources including technicians and experts.

The FAO has held 3 conferences for evaluating agricultural teaching and

training. The main result of those conferences was that the necessity of

agricultural extension and development in the agricultural institutions.

Institutions for agricultural extension and cooperation are one of the

specialized high agricultural schools which have biological importance to

serve and develop rural communities. These institutions have an important

role in developing agricultural services and extension that necessary for the

economical, social and technological progress of rural community

individuals.

Problem of the Study:
Agricultural teaching has an important role in preparing human resources

with different skills that rural society needs for further progress of

agricultural products.

More than 6000 agricultural cooperative associations are distributed

around Egypt including more than 5 million farmers from all Egyptian

villages.

Although such interest and importance are given to those institutions in

producing graduates and their involvement in development, no studies have

been done on their philosophy, objectives and role in supporting rural

communities. Therefore, the problem in the present study depends on the

main following question:
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How to motivate these agricultural extension and cooperation institutions in

providing services to the Egyptian rural society?

Other sub-questions could also be raised from above such as:

1. What is the role ofagricultural extension and cooperation institutions in

providing services to the rural society?
2. What is the real status of the agricultural extension and cooperation

institutions?
3. What are the real needs of rural society from these agricultural extension

and cooperation institutions?

4. What are the limits of participation or involvement of agricultural

extension and cooperation institutions to achieve such needs?

5. What is the proposal to motivate the role agricultural extension and

cooperation institutions in providing services to the rural society? ?

Objectives of the Study:
1. Identification the nature of the agricultural extension and cooperation

institutions.

2. Identification the needs of rural communities from the agricultural

extension and cooperation institutions.

3. Presentation of a proposed role that should be performed by these

agricultural extension and cooperation institutions.

Approach of the Study:
The researcher followed a descriptive and analytical approach including a

sample state for some graduated students in Fayoum Governorate and

identifying the external skills of such education.

Tools of the Study:
A first questionnaire directed to graduated students in Fayoum

Governorate.

- A second questionnaire directed to agricultural teachers, researchers and

facilitators.

- Personal interview with some high agricultural education experts at the

agricultural extension and cooperation institutions.
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Results of the Study:
1. With respect to the objectives, the results are as follows:

- 96% Link the teaching of extension cooperative agricultural with the

rural development plans.

- 96% Link the teaching ofextension cooperative agricultural with the

rural environment.

87% Link the teaching of extension cooperative agricultural

objectives with the development of the Agricultural Associations.

- 84% was given to the link between aims of the agricultural

cooperative education and agricultural market.

- 820/0 was given to the link between aims of the agricultural

cooperative education and the development building system at the

Egyptian village.

2. A suitable planning for the philosophy of agricultural cooperative

education depends on:

- A need increase for an applied technical and practical education is

90%.

- The agricultural cooperative education has a significant role 89% in

preparation of agricultural guides according to the rural community

needs.

- A 88% is given to the role of the educational services in identifying

the rural environmental problems.

- A 82% is given to the role of the agricultural cooperative education
,I

in the development of rural women particularly family guidance.

3. Community activities could be made by the agricultural cooperative
institutions such as:
- 92% is for marketing agricultural products made in farms of these

institutes.

- 89% is for researches made on methods of developing and

improving plant and animal productions.

- 86% is for technical consultancies and agricultural project studies.

- 82% is for implementation of training courses and sessions for the

staff.

- 82% is for implementation of scientific conferences on the

development of rural Egypt.

4. Development of Practical Training:
First: 96% Increase the concern on agricultural field studies:

- Summer training development linked to environmental rural project 90%.

- Allow an open education for farmers 90%.

- Introduce new courses on community and environment development 84%.

- Introduce new courses for agricultural facilitator 82%.

Second: The main courses on community and environmental development:
- Production of animal food from different environmental wastes.

- Environmental awareness on using pesticides 89%.

- Protection of agricultural environment from pesticides 89%

- Nutrition safety from pollution 89%

- The effect ofenvironmental pollution on fish production 81%

- Biological technology and genetical engineering 80%

- Research approach for solving the problems 75%

Third: The main specialized courses to develop the agricultural facilitator:
- Plant diseases 93%

- Pesticides 89%

- Diary production methodology 84%

- Basics of fruits 81 %

- Maintenance and improving the irrigation nets 80%

Forth: Development of practical training:
- 95% is for the provision of scientific equipment.

- 93% is for field visits.

- 90% is for concentrating on training at the private farms sector.

- 90% is for increasing the practical training hours.

Fifth: Summer Training Development:
- 95% is for field visits to the new production locations.

- 90% is for increasing large-scale agricultural projects such as

Toshky.

- 89% is for introducing agricultural extension program in summer

training courses.

- 78% is for increasing the period of summer training.

Sixth: Development of Training Courses:
A) 89% is for announcement on training courses at the Directorate of

Agriculture with more attention on practical part in the training:

- 84% is for increasing variety of training courses.
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- 81% is for the implementation of training at the working locations of

agricultural facilitators.

B) The main training courses needed for agricultural facilitators:

- Nutritional applications for animals 96%.

- Using of pesticides 96%.

- Methods of diary production 92%.

- Database and agricultural management 89%.

- Cultivation of trees as environment protection 87%.

- Investment of computer programs in agricultural processes 83%.

Seventh: Development of agricultural extension duties to serve and

develop rural community:

- Provide the financial studies to agricultural studies 93%.

Implementation the role of agricultural extension at the

institutions92%

- Establishment of field schools by participatory approach 92%

- Provide specialized consultations 92%

- Held agricultural sessions and exhibitions 860/0

Eighth: Development of researches:
A) To develop the researches in the rural community, it should:

- Provision of equipment at the institutions laboratories 960/0
