Introduction: -

Children come to this world with intrinsic motives to
learn and discover the world around them, and they also
have the motives to affect this world. These motives,
Called ““ Mastery Motivation “

Mastery Motivation defined as “a psychological
force that stimulates an individual to attempt
independently, in a focused and persistent manner, to
solve a problem or master skill or task which 1s at least
moderately challenging for him or her .

There are many factors that affect the mastery
motivation of children which may lead to weather make
them have a high or a low mastery motivation .

This study aim to enhance the helplessness
children mastery motivation using a program of
activities and experiences to help these children to
acquire the emotional and behavioral characteristics that
help children to have a high mastery motivation .

Problem of the study:

The study problem is defined in the following
questions :
1- What is the relationship between mastery
motivation and some emotional and behavioral
variables (competence and self —concept ) ?

2-Is 1t possible to enhance the mastery
motivation of preschool children through a
program of developing mastery motivation ?
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3- Are there a differences between boys and
girls in developing mastery motivation ?

4- Are there a differences between children in
different ages in developing mastery
Motivation ?

of the study:

1- Recognizing the relation between mastery
motivation of pre-school children and some
emotional and  behavioral variables
(competence and self—concept ) .

2- Recognizing the effect of a program of
developing mastery motivation on behavior of
pre-school children.

3- Recognizing the differences between girls
and boys in developing mastery motivation .

4- Recognizing the differences between young
and old children in developing mastery
motivation . \

Sample of the study :

The major sample of the study consist of 20
kindergarten children enrolled in Om El Abtal
Experimental Kindergarten school (13 boys and 7
girls ), those children have been divided into two groups
experimental group and control group .
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Tools of the study:

1-Dimensions of Mastery Questionnaire (DMQ) .
2-Mastery Structured Tasks .

3-Self-concept scale .

4-Tasks of stanford-bene scale .

5-Social- economic level questionnaire.
6-Goodenough test .

7-A program of mastery motivation .

Experimental procedures of the
study :

1-Performing a pre-test study on a sample of 6
children to achieve many goals .
Fist : to ensure the clarity of the items of
DMQ.
Second : test the scales of the mastery tasks
then modifying the level of challenging
Third : test weather the program activities are
appropriate for the children ~
2-Applying the scales of mastery motivation on a
sample of 15 children to ensure the validity and
stability of the mastery motivation scales .
3-Pre-measurement : Applying the scales of the study
on the children of both , experimental and control
groups .
4-The suggested program was implemented on the
experimental children groups .
5-Post- measurement : Applying the scales of the
study on the children of both , experimental and
control groups after the implementation of the
program on the experimental group children to
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observe the development of the experimental group
children mastery motivation and competence and
self-concept then compare the results with those of
the control group children who we didn’t apply the
program on them .

Results of the study :

The study has led us to several results :

I-There are a statistical significant relationship
between mastery motivation and self-concept .

2-There are a statistical significant relationship
between mastery motivation and competence .

3-There are a statistical significant relationship
between competence and self-concept.

4-There are no statistical significant difference
between means of scores of boys and girls in
mastery motivation scale at 0.05 .

5-There are no statistical significant difference
between means of scores of kgl and kg2 children in
mastery motivation scale at 0.05 .

6-There are a statistical significant difference between
means of scores of experimental group children in
pre-measurement and post measurement scores of
the same group in mastery motivation scale at 0.002
in favour of post measurement .

7-There are no statistical significant difference
between means of scores of control group children
in pre-measurement and post measurement of scores
of the same group in mastery motivation scale at
0.05.

8-There are a statistical significant difference between
means of scores of experimental group children and
control group in post measurement of mastery
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motivation test at 0.002in favour of experimental
group .
9-There are a statistical significant difference between
means of scores of experimental group children in
pre-measurement and post measurement scores of
the same group in competence scale at 0.002 in
favour of post measurement .
10-There are no statistical significant difference
between means of scores of control group children
in pre-measurement and post measurement of
scores of the same group in competence scale at
0.05.
11-There are a statistical significant difference
between means of scores of experimental group
children and control group in post measurement of
competence test at 0.002 in favour of experimental
group .
12-There are a statistical significant difference
between means of scores of experimental group
children in pre-measurement and post measurement
scores of the same group in self-concept scale at
0.002 in favour of post measurement .
13-There are no statistical significant difference
between means of scores of control group children
in pre-measurement and post measurement of
scores of the same group in self-concept scale at
0.05.
14-There are a statistical significant difference
between means of scores of experimental group
children and control group in post measurement of
self-concept test at 0.002 in favour of experimental

group .
