The problem.

Some previous studies in Kuwait indicated some aspects of
defult in giving due care to talents .one of the studies indicated
that, there is a lack in the role of the school management in
providing programmes directed to talented students. In
addition to feeble curriculum, incouraging atmosphere
.incentives and the lack of systematic and effective training for
teachers of talented students, that enables them to discover and
givec due care to talented students and to give them the
opportunity to critical and creative thinking. Also to be able to
prepare the proper teaching / learning materials and programs

for talented students.
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Hence, the problem raises through the lack of A Proposed
Training . Program for Arabic Language Teachers of
middle stage Talented Students, in the light of the

competences required for them in the state of Kuwait.

This problem ramifies the following questions:
1- What are the characteristics of those who are talented
linguistically ? and what ar~ the methods of teaching.' and

learning them?

2- What are the competences requierd for the teachers of
talented students? What are their characteristics? and what are

the methods of training them?

3- To what extent are these competences available In the
teachers of talented students in Kuwait?

4- What are the proposed conception for a Training Program
for Arabic Language Teachers of middle stage Talented

Students in the state of Kuwait?

5- What is the effectiveness of this program in the training of
the Arabic Language Teachers of Talented Students?

Importance of thesis.

This thesis has its importance as it is the first one tackles a
training program for Arabic Language Teachers of middle
stage Talented Students, in the light of the competences
required for them in the state of Kuwait and the lack of
researches and studies on Training Program for Arabic
Language Teachers of Talented Students. Hence, it is expected
that the outcomes of this study will be useful for some of the
Arabic language staff concerned with talented students
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including ; specialists in curriculum development and
preparing the educational materials, teachers,inspectors and

supervisors in this field,

Limits of study.

Objectively, this study is limited to put a training program for
Arabic Language Teachers of those who are linguistically
talented students in the state of Kuwait. The field study applied
on a sample representing the Arabic language teachers of
talented students in middle stage schools in the six
govenorates in the state of Kuwait during the school year

2005/2006.

Objectives of study.

The main objective of the study is determined through the
design of A proposed Training Program for Arabic Language
Teachers of middle stage Talented Students, in the light of the
competences required for them in the state of Kuwait. To
fulfill this abjective, the following sub-objectives have to be

achieved.

1- To determine the characteristics of those who 'are talented
linguistically and the methods of teaching and learning them.

2-T0 determine the characteristics of the teachers of
linguistically talented students and the methods of training

them.

3-T0 determine the competences required for teachers of
linguistically talented students in the state of Kuwait generally.
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4-To determine the extent of the competences availability in
the teachers of talented students in Kuwait.

5- To design the proposed training program in the light of
these competences.

6- To investigate the effectiveness of this program.

The methodology.

'The study adopted the descriptive approach on tackling and
analysing the previous literatures and studies. The
questionnaire is designed to identify the teaching competences
for teachers of linguistically talented students in the state of

Kuwait.

Conclusion.

1-To verify the hypotheses, the researcher did the statistical
analysis for the results of the scholastic achievement tests.

2- All the (T) values were statistically· insignificant, that
means, there is no difference between the control group and
the experimental group at the pre-test, consequently, the first
hypothesis was verified and the researcher assured
homogeneous between the two groups before conducting the

training course for teachers.

3- There are statistical significant differences between the pre­
test and post-test conducted on the students (subjects) of the

control group.
Finally, it is clear to conclude that the training program for
male and female teachers has lead to raise the levels of their
students. These results were obvious through the performance
of the students during the scholastic achievement tests for

Arabic language.
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
