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INTRODUCTION:

The family is considered one of the most important establishments of
socialization that plays a fundamental rule in delivering habits, traditions,
and correct concepts from parents their children. So, the family must be
aware of that rule towards the children in order, to make them useful
members in the future, and able to help their country. On the other hand,
if the family is not aware enough of that rule, the result will be useless
children, that cause a disease in the society and consequently the violation
occurs.

The second one is adaptability; it includes also four family types:
chaotic family, rigid response family, flexible response family, and
standard response family.

The researcher has attempted to find out the impact of these family
types on the delinquent and normal female youth in preparatory stage.

Concerning the personality variables, it consists of: the ego
strength, and self concept. The researcher also has attempted to know the
effects of such variables on delinquent and normal youth in prep. stage .

• INQUIRES OF THE THESIS:
1. Are there any differences in average of degrees. Concerning the

family cohesion, between the delinquent youth and the normal
youth in prep. stage?

2. Are there any differences in average of degrees, concerning the
adaptability, between the delinquent youth and the normal youth in
prep. stage?

3. Are there any differences in average of degrees in self concept
concerning both the delinquent and normal youth in prep. stage?

4. Are there any differences in average of degrees in power of Ego
concerning both delinquent and normal youth in prep. stage?
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• THE AIM OF TIlE THESIS: ·

The aim is determined as follows:

I. .theoretical aim: it includes the following:
a) Enriching the cognitive construction in the field of family

psychology guidance and therapy.
b) Finding out the types of family interaction in the families of both

the delinquent and normal youth.
c) Finding out the effects of some personality variables (like the

ego strength and self concept) on the delinquent and normal
youth.

d) Finding out the relationship between the different types of
family interaction (connected family - enmeshed family ­
separated family - detached family - chaotic family - rigid
response family - flexible response family - and standard
response family) and some of personality variables (ego strength
and self concept).

2. The practical aim:
The results of the theoretical study that displays the types of family

interaction in the family of the delinquent youth compared with normal
family can be adapted in the family psychological guidance and therapy
programs.

This is
accompanied with a study of the delinquent ego.

3. Delinquent youth phenomenon, it displays the problem of
delinquent youth between importance and risk, the special definition of
youth, also it shows some of the factors that lead to delinquency.

1. The first sector: studies focused on the family interaction and its
relations with youth delinquency.

2. The second sector: studies focused on personality variables and their
relations with youth delinquency.

(concerning adaptability) between normal students and delinquents
at level .001 which means that there are significant differences
normal students and delinquents, the result is for the normal
students.

3. There are statistically significant differences in average of degrees
in self concept between normal students and delinquents at level
.001, that means there are differences between normal students and
delinquents, and the result for normal students.

4. There are statistically significant differences in average of degrees
in ego strength between normal students and delinquents at level
.001, the result id for the normal students.
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
