1. There is no positive and statistically indicative relationship between
(humanization versus dehumanization) and altruism as a form of
prosocial behavior in children of ages (9-12) years.

2. There is no positive and statistically indicative relationship between
(true love versus effected love) and altruism as a form ofprosocial
behavior in children of ages (9-12) years.

3. There is a positive and statistically indicative relationship between
(the flexible family versus the merge family) and altruism as a form of
prosocial behavior in children of ages (9-12) years in direction the
normal at the indicator (0.01).

4. There is a positive and statistically indicative relationship between
(normal affective climate/abnormal affective climate) and altruism as
a form ofprosocial behavior in children ofages (9-12) years indicator
at the indicator (0.01).

5. There is a positive and statistically indicative relationship between the
four dimensions of family climate and altruism as a form of prosocial
behavior in children of ages (9-12) years at the indicator (0.01).

6. There is no positive and statistically indicative relationship between
humanization versus dehumanization) and cooperation as a form of
prosocial behavior in children of ages (9-12) years.

7. There is a positive and statistically indicative relationship between
(true love versus effected love) and cooperation as a form ofprosocial
behavior in children of ages (9-12) years indicator at the indicator
(0.05).

8. There is a positive and statistically indicative relationship between
(the flexible family versus the merger family) and cooperation as a
form of prosocial behavior in children of ages (9-12) years indicator at
the indicator (0.01).
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9. There is a positive and statistically indicative relationship between
(normal affective climate/abnormal affective climate) and
cooperation as a form ofprosocial behavior in children ages (9-12)
years indicator at the indicator (0.01).

10.There is a positive and statistically indicative relationship between the
four dimensions of the family climate and the cooperation behavior as
a form of prosocial behavior in children of ages (9-12) years at the
indicator (0.01).
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
