The present study aimed for presenting a proposed planning for
graduate school in Cairo University in the light of some countries
experiences, results from analysis of the real situation,and exploration of

future prospects.

The problem of the study :

Many research studies pointed out that graduate studies in Egyptian
universities suffers from lots of problems , and that requires the research
for new ideas in order to overcome these problems. One of these ideas is
the application of graduate schools system in Egyptian Universities that
might be attributing to elevate graduate studies and raise its standard .
Recently , Cairo University adopted this project and the establishment of
‘graduate school inside Cairo University will take place. There is no doubt
that, looking at other leading countries experiences in the application of this
system, analyzing their experiences, determining aspects that might benefit
in this field, then presenting a proposed planning for graduate school in
Cairo university in the light of these experiences, and in the light of the
analysis of the actual situation of graduate studies and its problems in Cairo
University, as well as from future perspective for graduate studies in Egypt
in the light of challenges which face the Egyptian Society , all these are
important and might help people in charge in university in the fulfillment
of the project in best approach.

How it could be the planning of graduate school in Cairo University in the

light of benefiting from experiences of some universities in some countries?



included in this question are a number of related questions that I will
address:
1- What is the actual situation of graduate studies in Cairo University?
2-What are experiences of some foreign universities in the field of
graduate school?
3- What are aspects of bengfit from these universities experiences in the
planning of graduate school in Cairo University?

Chapter one: General framework of the research.

Chapter two : graduate studies in Cairo University , and this included the

actual situation of graduate studies and its problems in Cairo University,
and attempts that has been made for the establishment of graduate school in
Cairo University.

According to this the answer of the first question is cleared.
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Chapter three : Graduate school, it includes:

1- The evolution of graduate school and its expansion.

2- Models of graduate schools.

3- Examples of graduates schools in some foreign universities.
According to this the answer to the second question is presented.

Chapter four : The analysis of experiences: aspects of benefit, it included

the study and analysis of experiences of these universities in the field of
graduate schools , and aspects that might benefit from in the proposed
planning for graduate school in Cairo University.

Chapter Five : The proposed planning for graduate school in Cairo

University, ant it included :
1- The, importance of planning, its concept and characteristics.
2- The main challenges that encounter the Egyptian society and its
reflection on graduate studies.
3- Showing opinions and suggestion of Assistant Deans for graduate
studies in Cairo University around the planning for graduate school
in the University.
4- The structure of scenario for graduate studies in Egypt.
5- Determining appropriate alternatives for graduate school in Cairo University
for every scenario, with the set of proposed framework of alternatives of
targeted scenarios from these scenarios, as well as presenting future
prospective for graduate studies in Cairo University in the light of this
scenario.

According to this the answer for question four of the study is

presented.



Results of the study :

The main results of this study are :
1- Graduate school has three main models :
The first model : graduate school at the university level and it includes

three sub models:

a- The first one: In this model the school is responsible for graduate

studies on the level of administration and implementation, the school
administrate and implement graduate studies programs in university,
however, faculties and departments activity limited to the study on
undergraduate level.

b- This is the most common model, in this model school is responsible
for graduate studies in university on the administration level, and also it
sets- or propose and follow up application of- rules and general polices
which rule graduate studies in university, as well as supervision and
follow up implementation process in faculties and departments.

c- The third one : in this model graduate school takes the responsibility to
administrate higher research degrees in university and the set- or propose and

follow up application of- rules and general polices related to these degree.

The second model : Postgraduate school on the level of faculties inside the

university, and it includes three sub models.

a- The first one : In this model the faculty is divided into unites and
departments in order to rule and co-ordinate education matters inside or
through university's faculties.

b- The second one :In this model the postgraduate school is an
independent unit which led the administration and co-ordination of
graduate education matters on the level of groups of faculties that have

common characteristics.

c- The third one : In this model postgraduate school takes the form of
independent faculties for graduate education in some interdisplinery and
new specialization.

The third model :graduate school on the level of study program and partnership

among more than one university, this model includes two sub models.
a-The first one : In this model school presents a training program for
doctoral students in one of the fields and in partnership between more
than one university (in more than one country).

b - The second one :graduate program in some fields in partnership
and co-operation between more than one university (in the country).

The researcher analyzed previous models and determined aspects of
benefit through mentioning the advantages and disadvantages of every model.
2- The researcher introduced a questioner to assistant deans for graduate
studies in Cairo University to know their opinions about the proposed
planning for graduate school in Cairo University, the main results were:
a~ The appropriate structural alternative for graduate school in Cairo
University from assistant deans for graduate studies perspectives- in
considering the present situation of graduate studies and in the case of
gradual improvement were:

- A unit or department that led the administration and co-ordination of
graduate studies matters inside every faculty.

- More than one graduate school which every one of them lead the
administration of graduate studies in faculties that have common
characteristics.

- A central school that lead the administration of graduate studies on the

university level.
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b- The appropriate structural alternative for graduate school in Cairo

University from the perspectives of assistant deans for graduate studies in

Cairo University in the case of comprehensive change in the graduate

studies was :

- A school that presents a training program for doctoral students in some

scientific specialization in partnership and co-operation between more

than one university (in more than one country).

- Independent schools for graduate studies in interdisplinary and new
specialization.

- A unit or department that led the administration and co-ordination of

graduate studies matters inside every faculty.

3- The proposed planning for graduate school in Cairo University:

The researcher presented the present proposed planning in the light of the

a;:tual situation of graduate studies and its problems in Cairo University, and

attempts that has been made for the establishment of graduate school in

Cairo University one hand, as well as in the light of future prospective for

university education and graduate studies, and on the other hand, in the light

of challenges that encounter Egyptian society.

The researcher benefited from results that evolved from the present
study, and also from results and recommendations that resulted from
previous Arabic and English studies.The researcher,also, benefited from
foreign countries experiences in the field of graduate school that has
presented and analyzed. Further more, the researcher benefited from
opinions and recommendation of assistant deans for graduate studies
in Cairo University.

According to all these the researcher structured a set of prospective

scenarios for university education and graduate studies in Egypt. The
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researcher, also, determined appropriate alternatives for graduate school
in Cairo University for every scenario from these scenarios' with the
presentation of proposed framework of alternatives of targeted scenarios
from these scenarios.

In addition to this the research presented future insights for graduate

studies in Cairo University in the light of this scenario.

Further Researches :

In the light of results of this study the researcher proposed the
following subjects for further research:
1- A comparative study for graduate studies systems in Arab universities.
2- Determine quality standards in graduate studies and the possibility to
implement it in Egyptian Universities.
3- Future insights for distant graduate studies in Egyptian Universities.
4- Future of graduate studies in globalization era and information

revolution.
