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Summary

* The Problem of the study:
self - Learning is considered one of the most educational methods that

enrich the educational process, as it provides a kind of educational process that
consider the individual differences among learners. Educational packages
containing various educational methods, are considers the most recent method
of self - learning that considered the most recent method of self- education that
considers the wishes and desires of learners, and helps them to acquire the
largest amount of information; In addition, it suits all the different educational

stages, including the kindergarten stage. This method is considered also one of
the most effective methods that encourage the learner to teach himself under the
supervision of his teacher. If we look at the concepts taught in the
kindergartens, we will find that there will be a bad need to methods and ways
that consider the individual differences among learners in order that these
concepts become suitable to the children's inclinations which enable them to
reach the maximum degree of education their abilities allow them to reach Thus,
it has become so urgent to make a study in this field to know the availability of
using the educational packages in the kindergarten stage to develop some of the
environmental concepts taught to the children.

* Questions of the study:

The researcher tries to answer the following two questions:

1) What is the shape of an educational package prepared to develop the
environmental concepts of the kindergarten's child?

2) What is the effect of using the educational package on developing some
of the environmental concepts of the kindergartner's child?

* Importance of the study:

1) presenting a sample of how to use an educational package to develop he
child's experiences through presenting some environmental concepts.

2) This study may give results helping to overcome the short (defects)
comings found in the traditional methods used to teach these concepts
to the children.

3) The study may be beneficial in adopting a new method of education by
producing educational package that may contribute to develop the
concepts presented to the child of the kindergarten.

* limitations of the study:

- the study is confined to the children in one of the kindergartens of Qena
governorate; El- Manshya co-School -The specimen of the children ranges
from 5-6 years, their number is 30 children.
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- The second term, the year 2002 - 2003.

- The study is confined and restricted to making educational package in
"Summer experience" which contains a group of environ mental concepts
presented to the children and experiencing this package on the stuuy
specimen.

- The variables measured are:

a) acquisition at three levels : acquaintance, understanding and
application.

b) Developing the environmental concepts in "Summer experience" The
concepts are: ( colours, sizes and shapes).

* Methodology of the study:
Due to the experimental nature of the study - the researcher follows the
experimental methodological technique of the single group:

- Applying the pre-test on the study group.

* presenting the environmental concepts by using the educational package
prepared by the researcher.

* Apply the post-test on the same group after using the package.

* After all, the results of both tests to recognize the effect of the package in
developing the environmental concepts of the same topic of the package.

* Tools of the study:

The researcher used the following tools:

1) Designing an educational package in the selected environmental concepts
(colours, sizes and shapes) prepared by the researcher.

2) Preparing a teacher's guide by using the package.

3) An acquisitive-test for the environmental concepts included in the selected
experience of children prepared by the researcher.

* procedures of the study:
Firstly : The theoretical Field: it includes the theoretical frame and the
literature review:

(1) A theoretical back ground around:

a.Kindergartens: aims - methods- concepts.

b.Self- educational: definition- characteristics- advantages.

c.Educational packages: characteristics - advantage - components - the
way of using it in presenting environmental concepts to the
kindergarten's child.
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(2) Being acquainted with the periodicals, researches and literature reviews with
relation to the topic of the study.

* Secondl : The A lied Fi d.

It includes :

1) Analysing the content of the selected experience that contains the
environmental concepts and to set a various educational activities
program matching the readiness of the children's abilities.

2) Preparing a paekagein the light of the theoretical field's results and
presenting such results to the judges to decide its validity.

3) Preparing a teacher's guide to be presented to the judges.

4) Selecting the specimen from one of Qena's kindergartens ranging from
5-6 years old.

5) Applying the evaluation tools per - on the study group.

6) Applying the integrated activities which contain the environmental
concepts by using the educational package prepared by the researcher
on the research group.

7) Applying the research tools post - on the research specimens.

8) Analysing the data and extracting the results by using suitable
statistical methods.

9) Presenting the suitable recommendations and suggestions in the light
of the results the researcher reached.

* Rf!sults of the study:

in the light of the answers of the study's questions, the researcher
reached the following results:

i) The experimental method ( technique )osedby the educational
packages has a better effect than that of the traditional one because of
what it contains ofvarious abilities.

2) The self- education method and considering the individual differences in
the kindergarten stage are of a positive effect on developing the
children's practice of different activities that help to achieving the
planned educational objectives.

3) There are differences of statistical significance among the children's
marks in the acquisitive test pre-spot at the "0.01" level in the favour of
the post application.

~ recommendations of the study:

In the light of the aforementioned results , the researcher presents the
:Qllowing recommendations:
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1) The necessity to use the method of self- education by using the educational
packages in the kindergarten stage. This would result in the children's
active and positive participation to improve the data and concepts and
developing the children's mental abilities and self- confidence.

2) The necessity to improve the methods used in this stage to achieve the
education objectives by using various technological methods instead of the
traditional ones.

3) The necessity to use training programs for the teachers of kindergartens
to train them how to adopt the method of self- educational packages.

4) Teaching the method or technique of self - education by using the
educational packages among the curricula of education technology.

5) The necessity to develop the current methods according to the child's
performance level which is different from the other children's
performances in the activating room.

6) Making more researches in the field of self- education by using the
educational package to recognize the effectiveness of the package in the
integrated experiences of the training programs in the stage of
kindergarten in Egypt and other countries.

* suggestions for further Researches:

the researcher has felt during making this study that there are still
some major problems that need study and scientific research in this
field, some of these problems are:

1) making other studies about self- education by using educational
packages in the stage of kindergarten.

2) Other studies about educational packages in the other educational
stages .e.g, the primary stage which is considered rare to find studies in
this area.

3) Making studies aiming at recognizing and discovering the effectiveness
of educational packages in helping the children to acquire the various
educational aims.

4) Making studies aiming at discovering the existence of education
influence by using more than one method of the self - education, one
of them is the educational packages.

5) Making field study to recognize the obstacles against applying the
methods of self- education in schools.

6) Making studies which deal with the comparison between self- education
with packages and the other methods.
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
