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Summary
Introducation:

Random districts is one of the most important and influential problems
locally and Universally, so, the country takes care of random districts and their
development. However, we can not take care of developing houses only
without services which must abound in random districts, especially educational
services. Decline of educational services in random districts is considered one
of the important aspects of the issue of random districts.

One of the most important educational problems in Monhshaat Naser is
under achievement of pupils. There are many causes of this problem. These
causes almost gather in Monhshaat Naser educational department therefore, the
study is concerned with this district to search for the causes of this
phenomenon and set up the suitable view to put an end to it.

First: Problem of the Study:
The problem of the study is limited to the following basic question:

What are the causes of diffusion of under achievement preparatory stage pupils
of Monhshaat Naser educational department ?

Following questions are branced from this question:
1- What are the causes of under achievement among preparatory stage

pupils on Monhshaat Naser educational department as seen by the
teachers?

2- What are the causes of this phenomenon as seen by the parents and
pupils?

3- What are the causes of this phenomenon as seen by the educational
officials of the department?

4- What is the suggested educational view to restrict this phenomenon
among preparatory stage pupils in Monhshaat Naser educational
department according to concerned parties?

Second: Purpose of the Study:
The purpose of the study is to identify the influential factors & causes of

under a chienement phenomenon among the preparatory stage pupils in
Monhshaat Naser educational department as seen by teachers, parents and
educational officials in the department to set up and educational view to restrict
diffusion of this phenomenon there.

Third: Importance of the Study:
The importance of the study on the researcher's point of view is

summed up that it is the first study of its kind to deal with studying under
achievement in Monhshaat Naser educational department, analyze the
influential factors of this phenomenon and identify the best necessary means,
practical and educational procedures to restrict this phenomenon. So, this study
will have a practical aduantage in the field of improving quality of education,
fulfilling the aims of modernizing the culture, spreading knowledge,

strengthening posmve values and graduating generations that are willingly
qualified to work in serving and developing the country. This importance is not
limited to Monhshaat Naser district as a random district but it can benefit in all
the educational departments and with all under achieving pupils in all the
random districts.

Fourth: Method:
The study used descriptive analytic method to disconer the influential

factors and real causes behind under achievement among preparatory stage
pupils in Monhshaat Naser and reach an educational view to restrict this
phenomenon.

The study used some Tools:
1- Scientific notice supported by the practial expenence of the

researcher.
2- Codified questionnaire to clarify the causes of under achievement on

the point of view of preparatory stage teachers and officials.
3- Personal form to collect necessary information on under achievement

pupils.
4- Photographs to explain circumstances of services, different utilities

especially educational utilities in Monhshaat Naser and the conditions
of the schools.

5- Interviews with parents, teachers and educational officials in the
department to explain causes and means of treatment of the
phenomenon in the district.

Fifth: Limits & Field of Study:
The study is limited to studying under achieving preparatory pupils in

Monhshaat Naser educational department through their examinations results
and through the choice of a haphazard sample of under achieving pupils in
preparatory schools. 400 pupils from Mohammed Naguib Preparatory schools
for boys and girls were chosen as they are the last schools of the department in
the results of ordinary & cerificate years. The preparatory schools of the
department are six schools; 3 for boys and 3 for girls. 400 personal forms were
distribvted on this sample to collect and analyze information, a codified
questionanaire was distribted among teachers of the two schools in aaddition to
some instructors, educational officials teachers and headmasters of the
department.

Seventh: Termenology:
1- Educational View:

Aprocedural definition was set. It is the methodical and objective
definition of the under achievement phenomenon, knowing the causes, factors
of the phenomenon and educational precedures and means to restrict it.

2- Under Achievement:
Aprocedural definition of under achievement was set in this study. It is

an under achievement in some or all the courses with preparatory stage pupils
which leads to failure or low grading.

Eighth: Reasults of the Study:
The most important result of the field study is the appearance of some

defects that relate to the following factors:
1- Health and Nutritional factors.

Such as malnutrition, anemia, defects in VISIOn, heaming and
pronunciation. Percentage of health and nutritional factors was 57%.
2- Behavioural & Psychological Factors:

such as pupil's hatred of school, defficiency in general intelligence and
mental retardation. Percentage of behavioral and psychological factors was
58.3%
3- Family factors:

absence of a praper climate for studying, low educational standard of the
parents, family problems between parents, neglecting the pupil, low economic
standard of the family, family's use of the pupil in work, family's disinterest in
educational pupil, family's uncertinty of the importance of education, parents
violence with pupil, spoiling the pupil. ~

Percentage of family factors is 77.2%
4- Educational Factors:

weakness of reading and writing among many pupils, many pupil's
absence from school, increase of pupils numbers in class. Pupil's depending on
cheating especially in primary stage, low educational and cultural standards of
the family, parents not following up their children in school, existence of an
undispuplinced adminstrative patters. Multiplicity of studying periods, peers,
unexistence of on educational psychological directing office in school,
insufficiency of activity teachers, lack of means of entertainment and recreation
in school because of weaknesses in capalulities, teachers' violence towards
pupil to force him to take private lessons, unsuitable enaluation means and
huge curricula, some teachers' interest on some students only, teacher's
disinterest leaves the whole burden on parents, teacher's use of unpraper means
of education, ineffeciency of some teachers.

The percentage of educational factors was 88.5%
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Ninth: Suggested Educational View to Restrict Under Achievement
Phenomenon.

It was divided"into the following aspects:
First: Procedures related to Environment & Society:

Included the following:
1- Complete cooperation between all the ministries, authorities and

associations to work towards eliminating under achienement in the
same time because if some authorities begin to work and others linger,
the treatment will be delayed.

2- Work towards developing Monshaat Naser district as its present status
is one of the main reasons of under achievement because of pOO1lleSS
of educational, health, social, cultural, safety services and other
services.

3- Utilization of aduanced countries such as france and England's
experience in eliminating poor needy districts -as it is one of the main
reasons of under achievement.

4- Necessity of eliminating poverty and low income problems in the
district because it is one of the causes of under achievement.

5- Work towards helping development of the district, provide support
and contributions for the residents of the district.

6- Eliminaling illetracy among the residents as it is one of the causes of
under achievement.

7- Necessity of eliminating children's employment in cooperation
between ministry of social affairs and ministry of education, through
cooperation between charitable organizations and laws that prevent
children's employment prouide a monetary cultural and social support
to parents.

8- Alerting parents of under achievment problem's importance and
negative results which follow from under achievement phenomenon
and benefit from the experience of aduanced.countries in activation of
media, press, television, charitable organizations and cultural
organizations indeclaring the serionsness of the problem and means of
solving it.

9- Elimination of unemployment problem among residents of the district
which causes pupils dropping out of school and search for work
through activation of small projects such as productive families,
graduates projects, social development fund and others.

lO- Work towards activating maternity and childhood centres and increase
them in the district to restrict the problems of family disintegration
divorce and increase in the number of children without educating
them.

11- Taking care of Kinder Garten stage because it is insignificant in the
district as it is one of the reasons of eliminating weakness in reading
and writing among pupils, the role of Kinder Garten can be activated
through increase of Kinder Garten schools, make them free, employ
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specialists in these schools, activating charitable organizations and
social affairs ministry.

12- Taking care of peers groups in reedy and random areas as they have
an important role in the life of pupils.

13- Work towards ceasing imigration from rural areas and upper Egypt
govemarates to Cairo as it is one of the main reasons of the problem
of under a chievement. This can be done through developing rural
exodus areas socially, culturally, economically educationally and
health.

Second: Procedures Related to Ministry of Educaiton:
I- work towards canying out the recommendations and decisions which

were taken during the searches and conferences which were held to
eliminate the phenomenon of under achievement

2- A specialized authority which consists of professors in faculties of
education, social services and other scientific research centres is to put
programs that are suitable for restricting under achievement in random
areas.

3- Necessity of putting an end to transfering managers, headmisters,
teachers and even department managers inside Monhshaat Naser
schools during the school year as it has a bad effect on~education.

4- Importance of taking advantage of developed countries experiences in
setting up curricula and methods of teaching concering under achieving
persons.

5- Increasing the number of schools in the area to put an end to increase of
number of pupils in classes and multiplication of school periods in the
academic day. The study suggest that the armed forces participates in
these projects as it owns a hugh human and material wealth.

6- Urging the ministy to establish educational remedial centres an benefit
from the projects of France & United Kingdom in early discovery of
under achievement cause and remedy their causes.

7- Necessity of providing meals for the pupils inside schools, preferable to
be daily fresh meal to eliminate anemia and health feebleness.

8- Taking care of periodical medical examination of the pupils of random
districts since Kinder Garten for free to put an end to health feebleness.

9- As a part of national conscription in education the study urged not
promoting the teacher except after spending a whole year in random
areas to elimimate the phenomenon of lack of qualified teachers and
collective escape of teachers from random districts and under achieving
pupils.

10-A gradual increase in the numbers of administrators and social workers
in schools to eliminate the sharp lack in teachers and specialists to
restrict the phenomenon of under achievement.

11-Hold organized and periodical training courses for all the workers in
random districts; teachers, headmesters, managers and specialists to
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alert them on the problems of random districts and e1eiminate under
achievement.

12-Activate the role ofparents inside schools and in their environments so
as to have a real and effective participation.

Third: Procedures Related to Educational Process:
1- Teaching the aims of education and the ministry and obliging teachers

in random districts with them to eliminate under achievement.
2- Choosing qualified teachers to work in random districts and rewarding

them.
3- Work towards providing a suitable climate inside Monhshaat Naser

schools free from quarrels and hatred to put an end to under
achievement.

4- Establishing a special department to train workers in the random
districts and with under achieving pupils.

5- Increase in cooperation between the department workers to eliminate it.
6- Depending on many methods in diagnosis and treatment of under

achievement cases.
7- Activating the role of social worker in identifing the causes of under

achievement and under achieving pupils.
8- Increase in concern of school administration because the weaknes of the

administration is a main reason of the occurrence of many problems
inside and outside school including under achievement.

9- Providing teachers and workers in random districts and with under
achieving pupils with rewards and incentives to cause a sort of interest
in improving results.

10- Putting an end to the problem of cheating as it is of the main reasons of
weakness in reading and writing which results in under achievement.

11- Establishing some training schools inside Monhshaat Naser department.
12- Increase teachers' interest in researches and conferences that are held to

solve the problem of under achievement and random districts and hold
periodical examinations for teachers who work in random areas to
improve their style ofwork, their scientific and cultural level.

13- Present successful examples of parents to be taken as a ideal in treating
his under achieving sons problems.

14- The need to train teachers on the methods of dignasis of under
achieving students and best methods of treatment.

15- Activation of the role of clever pupils in helping their collegues.
16- Interest in sending teachers to the countries which aduance in great

strides in treating under achieving pupils to benefit from their
expenence.

17- Activation of methods of teaching to suit treating under achieving
pupils.

18- Activation of the role of technical instructors inside random districts
and with under achieving pupils.
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19- Interest in irregular educaiton inside random districts to eliminate
illiteracy and weakness of reading and writing ~mong pupils through
reparative education, school summer schools, activate the role of clubs,
libraries comprehensive care assemblies.

20- Establishment of special classes of under achieving pupils inside
schools even for some time to set up methods of teaching and treatment
of these pupil.

21- Activating the role of parents, teachers and libraries and other cultural
associations in eliminating weakness of reading and writing among
pupils which is a main reason of under achievement.

22- Improvement of primary educaiton because weakness of primary
education is one of the reasons ofunder achievement.

23- Concern in introducing modem technology; laboratories, computers and
televisions inside Monhshaat Naser schools, activate its role to attract
the pupil to school, eliminate dropping out school, failure and occurence
of under achievement.

24- Concern in teacher's participation in eleiminating the problems of
addiction ad it is one ofthe reasons of under achievement.
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
