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ABESTRACT

RESEARCH QUESTION

The study tries to clarify the nature of self-concept for adolescence and put the characteristics

of the representing image of adolescence in the modem Egyptian Cinema. And analysis them to

know the similarity in what the Egyptian cinema presents in showing the adolescence and his

self-concept to show how the modem cinema is true in presenting the adolescence and their

problems.

AIMS OF THE RESEARCH:

The research aims to :

1. To show the positive and negative image about the self-concept for the Egyptian

adolescence.

2. The positive and negative image for the Egyptian adolescence in the modem films.

3. To know the adolescence's opinion for the image of adolescence on the cinema and how

he satisfy about it.

THE METHOD OF STUDY:

This study relies on empirical survey with view sites difficult to survey all films or the

special field study for the students of preparatory stage asides difficult to face all the parts of

the society of study.

THE STUDY SAMPLE:

The analytical study:

The analytical study covered (34) films from the first of January 1998 till end of December

2004.

The survey study:

The current study sample has consisted of two groups of adolescence divided as follows:

Adolescence group which consists of 400 (200males- 200 females)

With ages rang between 15-18 years old.
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THE TOOL OF THE STUDY:

1. The scale of the adolescence self - concept.

2. Content analysis.

3. Questionnaire.

STATISTICAL STYLES:

The research has was used the following statistical styles:

• The standard retraction and the average.

• Test (T) .

• Pearson Correlation Coefficient.

• (Using statistical programs for social sciences, known shortly as SPSS) .

THE RESULTS OF THE STUDY:

The survey study:

A- Scale of self concept for adolescence:

1. Results of adolescences' scale of self - concept reflects that the Egyptian adolescence

have positive image about themselves.

2. It shows that self - concept was almost more positive for males than females.

3. There are great differences between the degrees in males and females about the self

concept.

4. It shows that as the age of the adolescence get more in two dimension as the independent

self and physical self get more too.

B- Questionnaire for adolescence:

1. It shows that 99.2% from adolescence watch the modem Egyptian cinema.

2. It shows that the most important reasons for adolescence to see the Egyptian films were

represented in 41.3% (learning what to do in the various situations), 40.3% (spending my

spare time), 33.5% its (attractive and exciting), 27% it (expresses our problems) 10.9% it

(provides information), finally 15.6% (to take some ofthe hero's menners).

3. It shows that 48.4% from adolescence see that the economic standard which appears

more was the middle standard 42.3% was the high 9.3% was the low standard.
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4. It shows that 82.4% from adolescence see that the roles which played by the adolescence

in the Egyptian modem cinema were negative but 17.6% see that it was positive.

C- The analytical study:

1.The modem films reflect negative image for the Egyptian adolescence.

2.It shows that the percentage of the adolescence's negative roles in the films were 70'7%

but the positive roles were 24'8 % .

3.It shows that the high and very high economic standard were 37'6 % , on the other hand

the middle economic standard was 44'6 % . but the low standard was 8f3 % and it doesn't

match in the Egyptian society .

4. It shows that the existence of the female adolescence was equal to the males adolescence

in the cinema modern films.

5.H shows that 43.9% of the adolescence characters in survey films have no aim in life, the

educational as 27.4% the marriage in 16.8% then 15.9% for money and 11.5% for sexual

aims.

6.The legal and illegal way are varied which adolescence behaved in cinema films in the

study to reach to their aims dreams for example in legal aims (educational) and screech

for knowledge behaved in good manners (work hard and bear the responsibility) but

about the illegal way robbery, killing .....etc.).

7. It shows that the relationship between the adolescence and parents was negative by

33.8% and positive by 14.6%.

8.1t shows that the relationship between the adolescence and teachers wasn't clear in great

degree by 54.1% and negative by 28.7% and positive 17.2%.

9.Problems which represent the cinema films in the study about the adolescence are varied

for example (economic, religious political and social problems ).
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
