2- The application is confined to a programe, including three units, for,
developing the required life skills for the women after passing post -

literacy stage, through home economics.

3- The application time of the programe will last for three months,

divided into 44 interviews, the duration of each interview is two

hours.

4- The sample of the research confines to forty five students, who had

attained the certificate of post - literacy and have the ability to read,

write, and make some mathmetical operations.

5- The students age is varied from twenty years to forty years.

:rtethodo[ogy a.nd Procedures:

This research has followed: the discrptive and experimental method

- The research procedures has been prepared according to the following

procedures:

A : The Theoretical Backgrownd :

The researcher has made a survey study for the former studies and

researches which dealt with the importance of the woman's education and

her role in the society, and the importance of comprimising the home

economics and life skill through the directed prtogrames for the woman,

Besides the concept of adult - teaehing , the concept of post - literacy

stage, how to design the directed programmes in that phase and its

B : Designing and Constructing the Programme :

This process has included the following steps:

1- Designing a list of the required life skills for the woman in the post ­

The programe

has taken three months - within 44 interviews - to be taught.

10- Submitting on the programe to the jury to ensur its validity and its

appropriateness for testing.
