During year 2000, it was proved that 113 million of

child were not able to rave the chance to join the primary

school, and 880 million of adults in the whole wold were

still ittiterate.

In Egypt the situation is different, since a very long

time, Egypt was hying hardly to raise the rates of the

numbers of the people who can read and write and to end

illitracy, year 1976 was the year of declaring the suggested

Arab strategy for litiacy till 2000, but after this strategy and

statement of the Egyptian president about the necessity to

end illiteracy, the rate of the illiterate in 2001, became

31.90/0 of the whole population.
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From this point, it was necessary to know the

successful and failure factors of the efforts that were

executed from 1976 till 2000, through the planning,

financing, international co-operation, the role of the

ministries, the education process with a focus an the

studiers, syllabus, estimation and the teacher.

This evaluation will be through some new trends in

the field of literacy to realize the successful elements and try

to apply it here in Egypt.

The 'problem of the thesis:

Since the 1944 law that was the first law that was

issued to specify the danger of the problem of illiteracy and

tried to dissolve it, down to 1975, there were many policies

were put, planes were designed, and the aims were formed

to end illiteracy, but till the Arab strategy of 1976, the

number of illiterates were increasing, in spite of this ninteies

would be the end of illiteracy but till this moment the results

of this efforts are not satisfied.

From this point, the question was what are the factors

of success and failure ofthese efforts in literacy in Egypt?

This what this thesis tried to specify by realizing the

planning, executing the programs of literacy, the Arab and

global co-operation in this field, concentrating upon the

education process & realizing the effects of the local and
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international changes in order to achieve a model of

planning and executing able to activate the efforts in this

field in Egypt.
