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Summary

The human societies certifies in our world a great , speed and overall civil
transportation in different life aspects, resulting form industrial and technological
progress, development of global communication media, in addition to the appearance
and progress of traditional Capitalism in the western campus countries, the dominance
of global tendency, the emergence of global phenomena with a geographical , non
national dimensions which named globalization) which is represented in the
international markets , in addition to those ideologies ,believes, behavioral systems ,

which obligated it self since the twentieth century mergence.

The current time characterizes with an informational intercontinental revolution
and very accuracy technology in communication , which changed principals ,which
may be as a ruler of the social literature methodology . Some people has an opinion that
it represents a material revolution , which cannot any current moral ,religious and

spiritual revolution to follow up and balance it.

It named” confuse civilization” which has a great impact on human as
considered the major theme of those societal variables which affects in the human "s
education ,job, income, and social position level(Hassan Elkhooly 1981:335)

(Aly Alshekheiby 2002:187) (Ahmed Hegazy 2003:437).

Most of variables characterizes in a cultural formats such as consumable
values, look forwards growth, adding the individual and personal benefits values, the
ascending material values against social and moral values, which led to increase in the
deviant behaviors and behaviors responding to low instincts, spread of meagre arts,
disappear of elevated arts, spread of low language among the social classes , and the
aggressive ,body ,family and verbal conversation, which led to confuse and non norms
and created behaviours (Mahmoud Oadah 609,2002) (Ahmed Hegazy 485:457,2003)
an economic problems related to the prices continual increase , employing policy,
employees and increase of swelling rates which increased the no employment among
universities graduates , medium qualification graduates and professionals. In addition
to the reducing in the budget of health and education infra structure deterioration , the
appearance of a cadger stages, spread of poverty, increase in divorcing rates, family
incoherence, which led to frustration, failure, and social coercion feelings religious to
be an appropriated medium for crime birth , religious extravagance ,violence belonging

less (Mahmoud Oraby 9:2000) (Farid Alnagaar 1993:55).

The importance of any social system -for the social arrangement - is
determined according to economic, cultural and social circumstances, in addition to the
differ of the specific culture of society, and the current period in which we live. In
spite of all above mention , there are a general social systems in which ,any society
cannot live without it , whatever its culture or circumstances , because of its
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relationship with major human needs, from these systems (the sports system) as
considering as a system involved in the overall society category, it is based on
organizing competitions, move , recreation activities for individuals( Khair eldin
Ewaise &Essan Elhelaly 2010: 58-61).

The audience is considered one of modern competitive sports corner, it is a great
volume ,unstable, temporary , subsidiary group, in which clump and adjourn hastily as
football audience, it is gathering of people for a special aim , it is watching football
match(Mahmoud Elzeiny 1969:44)(Hassan Elshafey 1997:144).

Through reading many theoretical literatures , previous studies some Egyptian
journals, noted in the recent years is the increase in riot, clutter, violence and
extravagance caused by audience in the international, local sports competitions, which
extend to streets out of court, there is a ruin such as destroying transportation means, ,
shops or assault on others or security men.

Through the above mentioned , the research problem is recognizing the

economic, social , cultural and sports variables , its effect on different shapes of public
behaviors in the sports competitions.

The Research Importance

The importance of research is related to those variables which the Egyptian
Society certifies along its history , in which it has given effects on all social classes,
with considering human is the center of the society infra .which is affected by all
society changes and transmitting .all society individuals expose to the same effects of
the different social variables ,but its intensity and effectiveness differs with out doubt
according to differences among society individuals ,different economic, social ,cultural

and education classes, the difference between males and females.

In addition to the importance of monitoring and analyzing of the effects of the
societal changes on the public behaviors in the sports competitions, recognizing the
direct and indirect reasons of negative public behaviors aspects, which has not been
treated by any previous studies- according to the researcher knowledge- with a deep

study and analyzing those reasons.

This research contributes in opening a new field of social search in the sports
field dealing with the current societal variables and the public sports behaviors , and
can present a new understanding of the affected social, economic and cultural variables
on the sports public behaviors , and it may add a new results about behaviors styles , its

reasons , and results.
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The Research Aims:

The research aims to recognize some societal variables and its effect on the
public behaviors in the sports competitions through:
- Identify the public behavior in competitive sports and patterns of change according to
the severity of sports competition and demographic nature of the fans.
- study the impact of the economic, social , cultural and sports variables on the public
behaviors styles in the sports competitions.

The Research Questions:

- what are the public behaviors styles is common in the sports competitions , Is this
behaviors differs according to the intensity of competition ,age and gender?

- What extent the impact of economic, social , cultural and sports variables on the
public behaviors in the sports competitions?

The Methods:

The study depended on the descriptive methodwhich is determined through
utilizing the social survey and case study.

The Search Community:

The Research sample was selected by the accumulation way (the ice ball) from
the available sample ob the first ,second and third stages encouragers of “Alethad
Asacanday & Smouha clubs” in Alexandria Governorate , it consists of 73
encouragers(males- females) , there age rang was (17-----years).

Data Collection Tools:

1- An application of the societal variables (designed by the researcher)
2- A Demographical data application for
3-Deep interview

In the high light of research “s aims , sample boarders , procedures which the
researcher has carried out and , method and results we can result the following :

1- The public behaviors styles in the sports competitions according to age stage ,
where the negative emotions increase , zealotry and aggressive behaviors because of
the age.

2- The public behaviors styles in the sports competitions change according to the
gender , the positive emotions increases and the positive behaviors style increase with
females more than males. And the converse.
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3- The public behaviors styles differs according to watching degrees , it represents in
social, economic level of the sports public. The positive emotions increases in the first
class more than the second and third classes, the negative emotions and aggressive
behaviors styles increase in the third class more than the second and the first classes.

4- The public behaviors styles differs according the social status , the positive
&negative behaviors styles increase with single people more than married people.

5-The public behaviors styles differs according to the job , the negative behaviors
increase with non employed and follow with the professionals people.

6- The most important reasons of attending the sports audience from the first and

second classes is arousing matches and encourage their team , but the third class

prefer to challenge the opponent audience which is the major reason for courts riot

and entertainment away from daily stresses and problems ,conveyance pent
emotions.

7- The public behaviors styles differs according to qualifications , the negative
behaviors increases with low qualifications.

8- The public behaviors styles differs according to attracting people to watch the
match, the television and journal covering of sports events have a negative effect
on urging public to violence and zealotry in the sports courts.

9- The public behaviors styles differs according to participating in the association
of encouragement, the negative behaviors increase with participating in those
associations.

10- The public behaviors styles differs according to sports practicing , the negative
behaviors decreases with practicing sports activities especiall the individual sports.

Recommendations:

In the high light of research results the researcher recommends to:

1-Institute a security plan of rules and legalizations to prevent riot, limit of spreading
this phenomena , apply law and suppose punishments for who arouse riot and violence
in courts.

2-The mass media have to work to publish the sports culture , increase the sports
awareness with the sports public. Confirm the mass media fairness in the public sports
issues , with no alignment for a specific club.

3- The National Sports Council musty give interest to support sports clubs and Youth
centers to increase sports practicing for all society classes as a tool of emotions
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conveyance to decrease violence of courts through relive sports for all project and
apply it in a real way.

4- Selecting the best leaders of associations encouragement in the sports clubs , give
them the necessary awareness to keep order in and out courts during matches.
