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Listening Is Considered the First Linguistic Skills Used in
Communication with Others. It Is Not Only One OfThe Most
Important Aims Of Teaching Arabic, But Also An Important
Goal Which Schooling Is Trying To Achieve Listening Is A
Basic Element For Speaking And Acquiring The Other
Linguistic Skills.

Listening Skills Didn't Develop Without Practice Or An
Intended Training. It Can Be Developed By Intended Leaming
Programs as the Other Aspects of the Human Development.

The Most Important Teaching Approaches Which Help In
Developing Listening Skills For Elementary School Students
Are Problem -Solving, Discussion And Role - Playing
Because They Give Students The Chance To Train Their
Listening Skills. It Is Popular To The Students, So, It Makes
Them More Active In Their Learning.

OfPrimary School Students Listening Skills Also There Is A
Shortage In The Field For Studies That Present New And

4-There Aren't Significant Statistical Differences Between
Means Of Scores OfBoys And Girls In The Experimental
Groups In Post Listening Test
