The children with learning disabilities suffering from social
emotional difficult which cause a barrios preventing them from
treating the society in a right way, for that, I have translated a
program depend on social emotional activities of learning to help
them developing their positive behavior , this program has 6 topics
each one consists of tasks and activities for the children , family and
teachers .

The Questions:

1- What is the impact of emotional and social learning activities based
program in developing positive behavior of kindergarten children
with learning difficulties?

2- What is the impact of learner's sex (male-female) in developing
positive behavior of kindergarten children with learning difficulties?

3- Are there any statically significant differences in the post and follow
up applying in the positive behavior? What is the direction of these

differences if they existed?

The Results:

1-There are statistical significant differences between the pre and post
measurement of the positive behavior of the kindergarten children with
learning difficulties for the post-measurement.

2- There are no statistical significant differences between the male and
female kindergarten children with learning difficulties in the post-
measurement of the positive behavior.

3- There are no statistical significant differences between the post and
follow-up measurement of the positive behavior of the kindergarten
children with learning difficulties.
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Abstract

Introduction:

Children are considered to be the hope and the future of every nation, they
are the source of the real wealth of every society and they are the hope in achieving
the future hopes. The childhood as an age stage is a flexible stage. The children
respond to the attempt of modifying and shaping and changing their behavior.
Nahed Heider (2002) confirms in her study of the cognitive styles and some
distinctive personal features of children with learning difficulties that the childhood
stage is a stage that includes the opening and growth of the most powers and skills
and abilities and aptitudes of the child. So, he needs to a prepared and directed
educational environment to develop his cognition mental skills and his linguistic
wealth and his tendency and moving toward and discovering all of his surrounding
things.(Nahed Heider Ahmed,2002,28). The importance of the childhood stage is
very in the argument that says "All what we are on is a result of our early
childhood". Piaget confirms that the richness of the environment of the child helps

in developing his knowledge and experiences through a good social context that

react with him. (Labalavan, 2008, 49)

According to the challenges and the problems of our contemporary world as
a result of the quick progress and the revolution of communication and the
knowledge explosion, We should acquire a comprehensive and deep vision to
confront these challenges and to parallel these developments in a way that does not
impact our psychological health or our attitudes of thinking and our acceptance of
the other people as they are different through taking the useful things and living
useless things. The childhood stage impact the person's future and also the society,

So the aim of the education is to prepare the normal balanced citizen that is able to



confront the life ant to react with the world society and its requirements and the
other important matters in all the world countries. The society's care of the children
with the special needs is a social and economic necessity and is considered to be a
standard for judging the progress and development of this society. The civilization
of any country is measured according extent of the well care of his human wealths
and ability of directing the behavior of his persons in a constructivist way that

contributes his development.

The world care of children with special needs appears in United Nations
Declare in the year 1981 as "The International Year of Handicapped" the care
styles presented to the children with special needs changed from just providing the
accommodation and protection to presenting programs of developing their abilities,
skills and their preparation for life in the most possible mount of independence.

(Vivian AbdEllatif, 2008, 23).

The children with learning difficulties are one group of the people with
special needs and need a care and directing and training as their problem appears
from their early childhood and continues all over their life. The learning difficulty
problem is not a local but an international problem as proved by many studies of
these children in the research centers and institutions as Thalmas, IARID.(Botros

Hafez Botros,2008, 20-23).

The children with learning difficulties suffer from some emotional features
represent in: increasing of anxiety rates, mood alternation, emotional instability,
increasing of aggression, inability to self-control or to control the emotions, the
weak of self-confidence, decease of motivation, and inferiority feeling, emotional

volatility, the dispersion possibility, and impulsivity.(Cariman Bedir, 2006, 11).



Their social emotional features represent in inability of responsibility carry,
and inability of social reaction that may lead to social withdraw and a tendency of

single work. All of these lead to the personal and social incompatibility of child.
(AbdElrahman Elbedawy, 2008, 119-122).

According to the previous section, There is a necessity to plan and put an
educational programs responding the needs of this group of children and their
features and helping them in social participation and in reacting it that help in
changing their behavior according to the group standards and childrens' acquiring
of the suitable social skills for improving the educational process and cure a lot of
the behavioral and social problems that make them suffer. The suggested program
is presented to help them to be an effective element of their society. ( Mrie A, 2009,

11).

The researcher studies the program presented to her as a sholarship of the
ministry of Education. She tried to use it through translating into Arabic and
localize it to suite the Egyptian environment after reading many studies that proved
the efficacy of this program in U.K. through a questionnaire applied on 172
children with social, behavioral, emotional, academic problems in U.K. (Institute of

Education, 2009, 23)

Gamal Mohammed Al et al., see (2000, 16, 114) see that the importance of
positive behavior and its components is clear in preserving of the continuity of
societies and persons and their balance, As the positive behavior is the most
promoted types of behavior and the highest of them. It represents all the types of
positive behavior imported of the person himself. The person makes it voluntary
without any return in sometimes. He sacrifices his personal advantages to make the

other feeling happy sometimes.



First- The problem of the study:

The problem is summarized in the following questions:

1- What is the impact of emotional and social learning activities based program in
developing positive behavior of kindergarten children with learning
difficulties?

2- What is the impact of learner's sex (male-female) in developing positive
behavior of kindergarten children with learning difficulties?

3- Are there any statically significant differences in the post and follow up
applying in the positive behavior? What is the direction of these differences if

they existed?

Second- The aims of the study:

I- Describing and interpreting the relationship between the emotional and
social skills based program and the skills of positive behavior?

2- Discovering the effect of the emotional and social learning activities
based program in developing positive behavior of kindergarten children
with learning difficulties.

3- Identifying the impact of the learner's sex variable emotional and social
learning activities based program in developing positive behavior of
kindergarten children with learning difficulties.

4- Investigating the continuity of the program through the follow-up
applying.

5- Generalizing the results of the original society of the sample on the
children with learning difficulties.

6- Controlling and modifying the childrens' behaviors that contributes to

developing the positive behavior to achieve the psychological and social



accommodation to fuse them in the society and making them accepted all
consequences and differences of this society and to develop it.
7- Predicting the extent of the impact of the positive behavior in the success

of the fusion strategy in the future.

Fifth- The hypothesis:

- There are statistical significant differences between the pre and post
measurement of the positive behavior of the kindergarten children with
learning difficulties for the post-measurement.

- There are no statistical significant differences between the male and female
kindergarten children with learning difficulties in the post-measurement of
the positive behavior.

- There are no statistical significant differences between the post and follow-
up measurement of the positive behavior of the kindergarten children with

learning difficulties.
Sixth- Limits of the study:

1) Sample of the study:

The sample consists of the pre-school children in the second level of the
kindergarten of the males and females children with learning difficulties in
AbdEIMoaneem Wasel experimental language school in Elmontaza educational
zone. They represent the original society. Their ages are between (6) to (7) years.

Their number is (34) children.

2) The used method:
The researcher used the quasi- experimental method to discover the impact of the

suggested program in achieving its aims.



3) Limits of the study:
A- Place limits: The study was applied in AbdElmoaneem Wasel Experimental

language kindergarten in Elmontaza educational zone in Alexandria Governorate.

B- Time Limits: The program was applied from (1* December to 31 December)

during 6 weeks as two sessions daily for (36) sessions. The post-applying was from

(9™ march 2014 to 9™ April 2014).

C) The variables of the study:

- Independent variable: The social and emotional activities-based program.
- Dependent variable: Some positive behavior skills.

- Intermediate variable: social, cultural, economic level- The range and sort of the

difficulty of learning.

into Arabic by the researcher).

Eighth: Results of the study:

The study reveals the following results:



There are statistical significant differences between the pre and post
measurement of the positive behavior of the kindergarten children with
learning difficulties for the post-measurement. The calculated "T" value is
more than the tabled "T" value at (29) degree of freedom and (0, 01) level of
significance. This refers to a statically significant difference between the
means of the scores of the children of the experimental group in the pre and
post measurement of the positive behavior in the kindergarten children with
learning difficulties for the post measurement. The results of seize of impact
refers to the effectiveness of the social and emotional activities based
program in developing the positive behavior in general. The minimum value
of seize of impact is (0.726), and the maximum value is (0.971) to the total
sum of the positive behavior. All these values refer to the power of the
impact of the social and emotional activities based program in developing
the positive behavior in the children of the experimental group.

There are no statistical significant differences between the male and female
kindergarten children with learning difficulties in the post-measurement of
the positive behavior. The calculated "T" value is lower that tabled "T" at
(28) degree of freedom, So there are not any statically significant differences
between the means of the scores of males and females children in the
experimental group in the post measurement for the axes of the measurement
of the positive behavior and its total sum. The researcher reasons this result
as the social and emotional activities based program does not contain any
situations or problems linked with the children sex variable (male/female)
but it contains activities and problems with a general nature situate both male
and female children.

There are no statistical significant differences between the post and follow-

up measurement of the positive behavior of the kindergarten children with



learning difficulties. The calculated "T" value is lower than the value of
tabled "T" at (29) degree of freedom. The researcher interprets this as a result
of that the program based on social and emotional activities depends on
many activities that face children and induce them to feel safe and self-
confidence and saturation of different needs and making friendships and
other acceptance that enable them the ability to achieve different activities.
This explains the retention of the impact of the program in the children of
experimental group. They keep their improvement despite passing two
months between the post and follow up applying of the positive behavior

measurement.
