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The Research's Content and It's Goals :

The research's aim is to evaluate the sport projects in
youth directorate in Cairo governorate through the specialist's
opinions and also the youth. The research discuss the projects'
goals and the financial, Human capability, preparation and also
the professional of the sport specialist. Also the way of

correcting the project's results.

The Aim of The Research :
correcting the sport projects for athletic activity
administration through four arias.

1- Sport projects goals and how do specialist see them.

2- The plan and the time passed program and how for dose it
suit the existence of these projects in youth and sport
directorate.

3- Financial and Human capability is it enough to achieve
sport projects in youth and sport directorate.

4- The way of evaluation followed to what extent did those

projects accomplish it's results.

The sport specialist and the youth were chosen as the

research society, in the south section of Egypt represented

by (Helwan, 15th of May, Maadi, El Bastin, Misr El Adima).

A sample of specialists (41) were chosen and also a sample of

youth (77).

An information needed for the research were collected by the

following ways:

a) An interview with the professors in the board of Faculty
of Sport activity for boys and girls to set the main pivots
to correct the project.

b) A questionnaire for the specialists consists of (72)
sentences, the researcher used the fourth libra.

c) A questionnaire for the youth consists of (33) sentences,
the fourth libra.

The researcher concluded the scientific treatment for both

questionnaire.
Both questionnaire were applied upon the sample of
specialists and the youth from 2.1.1994 to 26.2.1994.

Sport projects have clear and determine goals it helps to
gain physical fitness.
Sport projects does not help to gain many movement skills,
also does not help to know the activities history.
Sport projects helps to teach the sport rules and also teach
the right way of treatment between the colleges inside the
court and also knowing new friends.
Sport projects helps to gain self confidence and increasing
the feeling of optimism and happiness.

The specialists comply to the plan as it setted and they have
no right to change any thing in the plan.
sport projects contains team activities single activities and
does not contains double activities.
Sport activities are applied during academic year, although
youth prefer it's application during the summer vacation.
A few of the sport specialists have a high school degree but

most of them are a university graduates.



9- The sport specialist work encourages t he youth to join the
activities and also the supervision of doing projects.

10-The trainers of various activities have their experience in
only one field of activity and most of them were not a
university graduates.

11-there are no skills development courses for the specialists
and not enough courses for the trainers.

12- The most attending categories are the puiples of the primary
the secondary stages, the males more than females.

13-the incentives are considered very important motives that
encourages youth to sport projects.

14- Sport projects are held on the courts of the youth centers
and most of those courts are opened.

15-The changing clothes and W.C. unites are not enough for
sport projects.

16- Systems and tools needed for activities are not enough and
also very old.

17-The budget is enough to sponsored the projects and is
backed up by ministry of youth and sport.

18- Sports projects are evaluated by self observation of the
specialists during their supervision.

19-It is evaluated due to number of activities in the projects,

and also number of youth who attend the projects, the



position of the district at the end of the project, which is

determined due to sport courses.

The Most Important Conclusion :

the plan of the sport projects consists many single and team
activities, but it does not consists of double activity as it is
cleared in their answers, may be because of there is not
enough care from the youth and sport directorate to this
type of activity or the players who uses this king of activity
prefers to attend championships in schools or championships
here and abroad.

Most of sport projects are done during the academic year
although youth prefers to join those projects during summer
vacation. This signifies that those projects does not full fill
the youth needs.

The results shows that the mast attending categories in the
sport projects are puiples from primary, secondary stages
but there is no attendance from universities youth and this
signifies, that ministry of sport and youth does not give
enough importance to universities as schools.

The projects budget rationed to directorate backed up by
ministry of youth and sport and the results also shows that

systems and tools needed to achieve those projects are not



enough and are not renewed, this is due to a bad istribution
of the budget.

The most important recombination in this research :

The results evaluation must be based on goals, therefore
there must be enough measurements and training
specialists for how to use those measurement. That is the
only way to measure the main goals of physical fitness ........
etc. plus training courses which represents measurement of
the final collection.

Taking in consideration the flexibility of the plan and any
modifications in any times and the contribution of the
specialists in its modifications.

There must be a compromise in the determined period of
doing the projects between the academic year and the
summer vacation to encourage the majority to join those
projects.

Increasing the sport ration from the ministry of youth and
sport, taking care of "W.C." change clothes rooms to provide
ways of comfort to the youth and engorging them to join

sport projects.
