- The most effective financial hardship is "The number of play-
grounds and courses is not enough to practice athletics in the
AF. The least effective is "The rising prices of the ftraining

out fits'.

- The most eiffective psychological hardship is the neglegance
of the media to A.F. athletes unlike football players.

The least effective is "Transportation difficulties™.

- The most effective trainers' hardship is "The scarcity of the
specialized trainers in athletics in the A.F.".
The least effective one is "The trainers don't give their {fall

time to athletics only®.

- The administrators hardship is "The scarcity of the administrators
in athletics in the A.F."
The least effective one is "some of the administrators don't
have the adequate experiance which affects the administration

quality.
