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The research summary

The sport man represents the main factor in training process ,
where is the axis which the training process depending on .

The recognition of the psychological conditions and factors
which face this sport man are the important work of the
responsibles who responsible for the sporting team either the
coach or the managers of different clubs .

The sport man is just a person that usually ends with many
groups from these groups one called ( primary group ).

Primary group is the group at which the relationships based on
face to face enter action , strong fink ages and complete co-
operation , so the sportive psychologists restored to the group’s
behavior which concentrate on small groups at their studies .,
and from these small groups ( the sporting team groups ) which
characterizes by it is asocial group has interaction ., also it's a
regular official group where they organize the player relation
with the other team members .

So the sporting coherence matter has acquired a big
importance in the small group psychological field as this
concept represent the bond which connect the group members
with each other or the strength of the bond between them ,
also it refers to presence of member in group’s membership and
also it refers to the relation degree between members ,
strengths , size of connection between them , and the sporting
coherence is the axis which around it most of the procedures
with the sporting team specially successfully one .

Like wise , in case of sport man's performance is consider as a
motive specially that leads to achieve the success and avoid the
failure , this motive plays a biological role in work and
performance of the team as whole . So if the team motive not
stimulate like a group with member , so the team performance
will be damaged .

The studies and researches which study small groups coherence
subject have varied after it become one of fertile fields for
studying the nature of small groups so we find that there are a
lot of studies that study groups of work coherence in industrial
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field and also study political group coherence in the military
field and study classes coherence in the educational field .........
etc . but the sporting groups coherence field and it's
relationship with sporting motive of achievement not studied

until now .

So this study aims to recognize the sporting team coherence
and it's relation with achievement's motive for players of some
selective sporting activities , which share in coaches’ help and
sporting players’ help to know the causes of sporting team
failure and it considered as on group has it's direct aim which
seeks to achieve it , and to reach this aim not occur except
through team coherence as one unit then their member's
achievement and their success as whole , and not as isolated
ones and it's for achievement of best results .

- The relation between the sports coherence measurement and the
measurement cohesion degrees of the sports achievement motive for
the players of some chosen sports activities each activity alone .

- The relation between the team sport cooperation and the motives
of the achievement for the players in some chosen activities and this

The research society was chosen by the international method

which represented at players of some selective activities in ( Hand
ball , Volley ball , Basket ball ) in ( Ghazel El Mahalla Club ) in El
Gharbia cover orate and the total number of research society has

reached 135 players.

Research sample :
The size of research sample has reached 75 player from players of

some collective activities such as ( Hand ball , Basket ball , Volley
ball ) who represent the collective games under search and that
after removal of the players who haven't the sample characters
and who don't complete the answers of measures under search
and who aren't regular at training where their temporal age reach
(18,95+0, 62 ) and trainingage (5, 51x0,5).

Research tools :

1. The list of sporting coherence measure :-
Which is prepared by ( Mohamed Hassan Alawy ) at 1994 for
measure sporting coherence for teams .

2. The list of sporting motive achievement :-
Which is prepared by ( Golos 1982 ) and was translated by (
Mohamed Hassan Allwy ) for measure sporting motive achievement
through only to dimensions : ( aim of success achievement and
aim of avoid failure ) .

So the procedures for research tools have alone ( truth and
stability ) and these procedures pointed to that both , sporting
coherence measure and sporting motive achievement enjoying
with procedures of truth and stability so match .

The stapes of carrying out of the research :-

After making sure of the psychometric conditions of research’s
tools , the sporting coherence measure was applied on the sample
>f basic study ( N = 75 ) players according to the rules which had
yut for it's use . Then the researcher applied the measure of



sporting motive achievement on the sample of basic study (N = 75
) players according to the rules which are determined for this .
Then results of sample had been collected as whole then each

alone .
