tiiskil Vremennik, 16 (1959), 29-51; the bulk of it (pp. 30-47) analyzes Kin-
namos’ account of Byzantine relations with the Slavic states, Hungary, and West-
ern Europe (except for the Italian cities); pp. 47-50 relate to Kinnamos' interests
in military affairs.
