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A summary of the study, its results, its commandments
and its suggestions

This chapter aims at exhibiting the present summary and exposing

the results which the existent study concludes, with presenting some

commandments that can be used at the field of teaching Arabic language,

especially at the literary text curriculum at the preparatory stage of AI­

Azhar. In addition, with introducing some suggestions that can be studied

at the future, particularly at the field of literature and texts, and generally,

the other branches of the Arabic language.

Thus, this chapter is discussing:

1) The problem of the study and its procedures.

2) The results ofthe study

3) The commandments of the study.

4) The suggestions.

These matters will come below in details:

1) The problem of the study and its procedures

This present day age is characterized by the permanent change and

the continuous progress that represent an actual challenge to humans,

This challenge requires an ingenious thought and a creative work 1110re

than any time before. These consequent changes need an intellectual

maturity and personalities able to think creatively.

If there is such importance for the creation, societies will have to

concern In advancing it within their individuals. This can happen

through the studying curriculums presenting to them, particularly the

Arabic language curriculurns which offer a rich environment for
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creation, as it is full of readings, literary models and the creative writings

of great litterateurs, which urge pupils, minds to create and invent the

new resolution for problems they face.

By considering that the literary texts are representing a branch of the

Arabic language, therefore, those texts have a relation more particularly

with growing the creation for the pupils as they introduce a group of

chosen texts which arouse the creative experiments of their owners. This

encourages the pupils studying these texts to coexist with that creative

experiments with which the literary passes. As a results, that will

facilitate the appearance of the abilities of creation of these pupils. But

this matter is conditioned with considering these tests at the light of

norms of creations necessary at the time of discussing and handling

these texts with explaining and analyzing, whatever the level is paving

and preparing for the text, choosing the text, explanation the text and its

handling, the training and the activities.

If the literary texts was studied within the books ofreadings and texts

at the preparatory stage at Al-Azhar and occupy operant age of (26.5%)

from the aggregate of the lessons specialized at teaching the Arabic

language, it would be a necessary to concern in setting the inclusions of

these text, and in the necessity of formulating and processing them in the

light of creation norms.

The studies, though, confirmed that the present reality of the literary

texts' inclusion at the preparatory stage at AI-Azhar, aren't interested

geately the creation norms necessary at the time of setting the inclusions

of these texts, therefore, the need for analyzing the texts' inclusions arises

at that stage in the light of the creation norms; and then setting a
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suggested conception to advance that inclusion so as to consider the

norms of creation.

Defining the problem:

The problem of the present study is defined in the infirmities of

the literary texts at the preparatory of the norms of creation.

In order to face this problem, the present research tries to answer

this following main question:

What are the sides of strength and others of weakness within the

inclusion of the literary text at the preparatory stage of Al-Azhar in the

light of its unconsideration of creation norms?

And there are questions breached from this main question as following:

1. What are the norms of creation necessary in the inclusion of literary

text at the preparatory sage of AI-Azhar?

2. To what extent these norms of creation exist within the inclusion of

the stated literary texts to be studied, upon the pupils of the

preparatory stage of AI-Azhar?

3. What is the suggested conception to advance the inclusion of the

settled literary texts upon the pupils of the preparatory stage of Al­

Azhar, and which is considering the norms of creation?

The procedures of the study:

The procedures of the study have been got through two sides:

The first: the theoretical side, which includes:

1) A number of Arabic and foreign studies and research that are relevant

to the topic of the present study have been discussed as the research

has divided them into three principal pivots:

a) Studies related to the creation in generaL
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b) Studies related to the creation at the Arabic language in particular.

c) Studies related to the literature and texts, and their development.

2) The' concept of creation, its sides and its dimensions have been

discussed. The Saine thing happened to the stage of the creative

process and its levels, the types of the creative abilities, the facilities

toward the creative abilities, the facilities toward the creation and its

handieaps, the relationship between the creation and either the

textbook and the Arabic Language, and the literary and texts

curriculums.

Furthermore, the literary texts, their importance, their intentions, the

measures of choosing the literary text and its components and the extent

to which the curriculum of the literary text at the preparatory stage in Al

Azhar considers the norms of creation, have also been discussed. Then

the researcher has discussed the properties of the growth of the Egyptian

pupil at the preparatory stage of Al-Azhar in particular and the

preparatory stage in general, the literary texts that are required for this

matter, the properties ofthe creative pupils and the characteristics of the

Egyptian society and its directions.

The second: the-procedural side, which contains:

1)A list of creation norms, that are necessary to exist within the

inclusion of the literary text at the preparatory stage ofAl-Azhar, is

outfitted.

2) The assertion of the credibility of the list by the judges.

3) The confirmation that the list is stable through using it in analyzing

a swatch from the literary texts H he society of studying" with

another substance of analysis and then gauging the rate of the
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composition between the two substances of analysis. This can be done

by using the laboratory of connecting steps of spear man to assure of

that stability of the analysis.

4) The analysis of the literary texts' inclusions at the light of the

analysis prepared by the research with the using of the list, we have

mentioned before.

S) The handling of the statements by counts and reaching to the results

and discussing them.

6) The presentation of a suggested conception to the inclusion of the

literary texts at the preparatory stage in Al-Azhar in the light of he

norms and the results of analysis.

7) The presentation of the commandments and the suggestions.

Secondly: the results of the study:

The results of the present study are summarized as follows:

1) The present research has resulted in a list of norms of creation

necessary 0 exist within the inclusion of the literary texts at the

preparatory stage of Al-Azhar this list contains fifty six norms

distributed as follows:

- The norms regarding the initiation and preparing for the text -7 five

norms.

- The norms regarding the choosing of the text -7 thirteen norms.

- The norms regarding the explanation of the text and handling it -7

twelve norms.

- The norms regarding the trainings that the text follows -7 thirteen

norms,

- The nonns regarding the activities (settle, enrich ~ thirteen

norms).

2) The results of the present study referred to the infirmity of the

consideration of the inclusion of the literary text to the norms of

creation regarding the initiation to the text, where these norms have

been achieved with a percentage of (10.7%) and it is a weak

percentage.

3) The results of the present study regarded to that the norms belonged

to the choosing of the text have been accomplished with a high

percentage which was (86.7%), as the chosen texts are good and

serve to be handled in a form where the norms of creation have been

achieved.

4) The results of the existent study referred to the weakness of the

consideration the inclusion of the literary texts to the norms of

creation regarding the explanation of the text and its handling, as the

norms have been compassed with a percentage (12.8%). It is a small

percent as explaining and handling the text can not be characterized

with flexibility and diversity, because it continues in the same way

which may results in boring within the psyche of the pupils; the

matter which makes them get away from their studying to the text. It

doesn't concern with the fluency and with the presentation of

various interpretations that encourage the pupils to create and think

reasonably. It isn't interested moreover, in shining the relations

between verses or between the verses ofa text and other texts which

match it. Furthermore, it doesn't link the text with the problems and

situations of life that face the pupils, and the text and its themes are

exhibited in a from of a certain facts unsusceptible to be doubted or

discussed as the weakness is not the result of the text itself, but of

the way of explaining and handling to these texts.

5) The results of the existent study regarded to that none of the norms

belonged to the trainings has been achieved. That was because the

embodiment of the book doesn't originally involve any trainings, as the

text is primarily shown and then an abbreviated figuration about the

literature is mentioned. The stage of explaining and handling comes

afterwards, and thereby the text is all over without being followed

by any training's whether creative or uncreative.

6) The results of the present study mentioned that none of the norms

regarding the class and enriched activities has been accomplished;

as the embodiment of the book doesn't originally contain any

activities that urges the pupil to do and practice it.

7) For all that, there is a general result is derived, it is: the inclusion of

the literary texts doesn't consider the norms of creation. This asserts

on the necessary of reconsideration and review when this inclusion

is being stated as to be written and stated at the light of the nor111S of

creation pointed in the present study.

8) The present research has come up to set a suggested conception for

the inclusion of the literary texts at the preparatory stage of Al­

Azhar at the light of the norms of creation that the present study has

concluded.

Thirdly: the commandments of the study:

By considering the previous results, the present research

commands that:

1)The necessary of caring with the setting of the inclusion of the

literary text at the light of norms of creation, whether on the level of

initiation and preparing for the text, choosing the text, explaining and

handling the text trainings following the text the activities.

2) The targets of teaching the Arabic language and especially the targets

of teaching reading and texts at the preparatory stage of Al-Azhar
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should express the educational targets regarding the growth of the

abilities of creative thought within th~ literates.

3) The necessary of discussing the literary text in a form within which

all branches of the language integrate, as the text shouldn't be

discussed in a discrete form that leads to a detraction to the

knowledge and experiences introduced to the pupils.

4) The necessity of making account of the couture of creation in

general, and the creation in the Arabic language in particular when

the studious books are being written. As their topics should be

formulated in a form that arouses the creative thought of the pupils

and develops their creative abilities. This can take place by

considering the norm of creation necessary to exist when the

inclusion of the book is written.

5) The necessity of interesting in stating creative trainings after

finishing the stage handling text as the pupils can have trainings on

practicing the creative process through their answering to the

exercises that assess the different abilities of them.

6) The necessity of caring the creative activities that encourage the

pupils to create imagination, produce new creative ideas, and transfer

the one linguistic form to multiple linguistic forms.

7) S0111e meetings for trainings should be held for the writers of the

studious text books, so as the train them on how to present the

inclusion of the book especially the books of reading and texts in a

form that contributes in growing the creation within the pupils. This

can be through considering the norms of creation.

8)The teachers of the Arabic language should be trained on using the

strategies, the styles and the ways that contribute in advancing the

creation within the literates. That training should be done during

their academic study in the university and their employ.
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Fourthly: the suggestion of the study:

At the light of the results of the present days study, the researcher

suggests some topics that can be as fields of studying, these topics are:

1) A similar study that aims to improve and develop the curriculum

of reading and texts at the other educational stages at the light of

norms of creation.

2) A prepositional program for advancing the skills of creation

within the pupils of the preparatory stage of Al-Azhar or as

general or the students of the secondary stage of AI-Azhar or as

general.

3) A suggested strategy to train the student of the faculty of

education and who will be a teacher on the skills of creative

teaching to the literary text.

4) A prepositional conception to a curriculum in the literary texts

and images at the light of the norms of creation at the secondary

stage.

5) A study of the effect of the creative activities on pupils, acquiring

of the skills of creation from their study to the curriculum of the

literary texts.

6) A formative study to the rest of braches of the Arabic language

(literature - reading - story- gamrnar- images and symptoms) at

the light ofnorms of creation.

7) A study of the different literary schools impact on the way of

discussing the literary text.

8) A suggested program to teach the creation and its element to the

teachers of Arabic language, and what reflect from that on their

way of teaching the various branches of the Arabic language.
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9) A creative measures should be prepared to standardize the extent

to which either the teacher and the pupil can elaborate the abilities

of the creation and its skills.

10) Study for the relation between the abilities of the creation

and the pillar of testing literary within the pupils studying the

curriculum of literary texts.
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
