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Introduction and Aim of Work

Handball is considered one of the most important sports due to
its positive effects on its players. It help in the development of the
bodies and increase the efficiency of their biological performances. It
is also characterized by the continuos notices and concentrations and
ever ready to take decisions in all situations which require intellectual
responses either singular on in groups of players to face the match
events which is characterized by the fast respond to develop the
motional performance to win the match (20:1).

There are many kinds of the deciplens and motions appeared
side by side to the development of handball as a kind of sports. They
appears in the competitions depending upon the motional talents of
the players due to frequency or trained in the training under the same
conditions.(19:2). '

Due to this great development, needs to invent new methods
and designs to upgrade physical, intellectual and deciplens in the new
era of handball. This invents appeared clearly in the Olympic games in
Parcelona(1992), World cup in Iceland (1995) Olympic games in
Atlanta (1996) and finally in the world cup in Japan (1997). They
developed new intellectual events as high speed passing and speed
hitting the ball and also, the legal use of defense and assault methods.

From notice and following of many matches by using data
sheets which record the team and personal performances, there were
some teams found to be greater than others in the scored goals which
win the matches. This is due to many causes as following special
performances (defending or assaulting), special designs for the goal
keepers which is greatly affect the result of the match either positive
or negative.

The aim of this work is to know the differences between the
rate of performances between the Egyptian national team and the
competitive teams to help the interested people and coaches to
support the force and treat the weak points . That is to give a hand in
the development of the Egyptian handball and to keep the high levels
that gained in the previous years and to get the best scores either
African or international.



Methods and Materials

The investigator used the explanation method in the treating
studies since it is compatible with this study.

The research was assigned to the official games that
introduced by the national team within the two Olympic games
(Parcelona & Atlanta) and the two world cup competitions (Iceland &
Japan). ‘

Data Collections

The investigator used the regular notice of the way that games
took place from the sheet records of the singular and plural
performance. Also, data records were collected from video tapes
records the matches of the national team.

Conclusions
From results of this research, the investigator found that:
1- There are variations statistically significant in the singular assault
to the side of the national team in the losing times, and in the winning
and loosing games.
2- There are variations statistically significant in the total assault
performance to the competitive during winning or loosing games.
3- There are variations statistically significant in the total defensive
performance during winning games and loosing games.
4- There are variations statistically significant denoting success of the
total defensive performance within wining games.
5- There are variations statistically significant denoting failure of the
defensive performance of the national team during the whole matches
in winning, loosing, in both games and matches.
6- There are variations statistically significant in the total snubbing
(singular) to the national team during total matches of winning or
loosing.
7- There are variations statistically significant in the total snubbing
(whole) to the competitive during total matches of winning or loosing.
8- There are variations statistically significant referring success of the
goal keeper (out side his goal zones) during total matches of winning
or loosing.




9- There are variations statistically significant referring fail of the goal
keeper in assaulting (passing for fast break) during total matches of
winning or loosing.

Discussions
1- concentrations in training to increase the efficiency of using the
total assaulting performances in a way to get it as a characteristic
phenomena of the Egyptian national team beside the characteristic
style of the singular assaulting performance. This is against both teams
characterized by low or high performances since the Egyptian national
team is characterized by the high performance against them and got
high performances (singular) against high standard teams.
2- It is important to grow the total defensive performances of the
Egyptian national team due to the extreme effects in snubbing assaults
of the competitive team. That is beside the characteristic singular
defensive performances.
3- Re-do such researches every Olympic games or international (every
2 or 4 years) to diagnose the power or weak points in the various
studies according to the international laws of handball.
4- Usage the predesigned sheets as introduced by the investigator to
establish performance of teams within matches and in various ages.
