Introduction and Study Problem:

Since this century inception, the world witnesses a vast civilization move
encompassing all aspects of life as there appears on arena of life on daily basis new
events that require new skills and expertise to handle them successfully and the
events are visibly seen in social system structure.

A social status is the setting an individual occupies within mutually affective.
Social pattern having established structure each individual must have a job with
indentified role and relation to other jobs and service to society.

Order study of professions in society and inspection of grounds for inequality
among posts and roles is prime interest of those who study topic of class order in
society for setting people in escalating chain organized on basis of different positions
and accompanying roles in social life (Mohamed Atef Gheith 1977:318) job social
status organization necessitates setting socially acceptable terms for selecting its staff
including professional preparation programs and professional practice licensing and
advancement through an ethical charter of profession controlling members of a
certain profession directing their behavior and clarifying their social and human
duties.

Found that the profession of physical education and sport occupies Section V
in the classification of the Central Agency for Public Mobilization and Statistics so
similar to the workers in services and markets and shops (Guide Occupational
Classification 2005: 260), along with the colleges of physical education out of the
labor market individuals working in the areas of (Training - Education - Department
of Sports - Leisure), making them work in many businesses, whether sports or sports
as it allowed for members of non-graduates of colleges of physical education to work
in the field of sports (such as the owner of Hall (C) Sports - or a manager of one of
sports activities - Director of the Union athlete - coach - massager ...... and so on).

On the other hand, the Union of Professional sports has three sections
affiliated professional recognized by the training, education and sports management,
and there are no requirements for the Academy to join them, which led to the
presence of many people inside as members of the academic backgrounds of
different may work in parallel in the fields or occupations Sports other than minimum
or higher.

Through the researcher to conduct a prospective study included (visits and
queries) from the center of the fill and Statistics, Center for Organization and
Management and the Union of Professional Sports noted that there are many
problems facing workers in the field of sport within the community, such as lower
financial return, and the lack of interest of state and the media athletes, lack of
employment Graduates of the Faculty of Physical Education, and this is consistent
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with the results of a study of Ahmed, Abdul Hakim Khasawneh (2009: 9) where it is
not possible to maintain the status and development in the absence of physical
ability.

On the other hand, most previous studies that examined the social status of
the profession of physical education and limited interest in the profession of a
subsidiary and one of them, such as teacher or coach, and there are no study has
examined the status of all professions associated with the domain of sports and
compare them with other professions, along with society's view to working in the
sports field as a profession complementary to rely on the play and entertainment
only, which underestimates the staff, and subjected to a lack of appreciation of their
place honors both in terms of financial or moral, causing them to occupy a social
status for a double or single, which results in a mesh network of social status vary
according to factors of social calendar for this subspecialty.

This is in addition to the work of a researcher and trainer of an international
player and member of the assistants at the Faculty of Physical Education, where 1
noticed the presence of individuals working in the sports field and they are not
graduates of colleges of physical education, and they occupy a double Mkanat
professional in the community.

So the problem is determined by the study is attempting to detect the social
status of workers in the field of physical education within the social pattern,
according to the different nature of their work in the framework of multi-functional
reference.

Study Importance:
It is due to two main sources: The first is scientific importance and the
second is importance of applicability. Following is further illustration:
A. Scientific Importance:
This importance is shown in following:
1- offers a new understanding of cultural social and economic factors related to
social status of staff in sport field.
2- opens a new field for social research in sport dealing with relation between
society and those related to sport field.
3- This society would participate in arranging staff social status in sport field
according to sub-specialization type.

B. Importance Applicability:
It is shown as follows:
1- helps in revealing problems related to social status facing sport field staff in
various professions and comparing them with other professions.
2- sheds light on status arrangements within sport professions and related
factors.
3- provides to academic and government fields staff prescription to sport
profession status and subsidiary one which could be basic data base for
developing and modifying work fields in society.
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Study Aims:

This study aims to revealer social status in sport field within social
pattern of United Arab Republic through:
1- Recognizing arrangement earned by various professions in Egyptian society.
2- Recognizing sport profession within social pattern and subsidiary status of
various sport professions.
3- Recognizing effect some demographic variables such as gender, certificate
and age on evaluation sport profession ranks and status.

Study Questions:
1. What is the order of professions and jobs are common in Egyptian society in
terms of its importance from the viewpoint of members of the community within
the social pattern?
2. What is the stratification of occupations common in the community from the
point of view of respondents within the social pattern?
3. What are the social status and stratification of occupations within the sports
social pattern?
4. Determine statistically significant differences between the assessment of male
and female social status of occupations within the sports social pattern?
5. Identify significant differences in estimating the social status of occupations
sports I have the study sample according to the age of the Sunni and the various
levels of study within the social pattern?

Study Terms:

1- Social Status: It is setting occupied by person or family or kinship group in
social pattern compared to others. This setting can be defined by rights, duties
and other conduct types including nature and extent of relationship to other
persons with different status (Mohamed Atef Gheith 1979: 440).

2- Social Pattern: It is set of phenomena and social processes
having links and relations between them and forming a whole social
target, Some  processes and  phenomena are elements  of
pattern (Kheir El-Din Oweis, Essam El-Heldy, 2010:310).

3- Social Status Mobility: It is alteration and transformation occurring to status of
individuals and their role in public and private spheres and resultant
expectations and claims related to new status role performance measured by
objective parameters and auto-parameters of mobility.

Procedures for the study:

Approach to the study:

Researcher used the descriptive method the analytical parameters as the basis
for the analysis of data obtained through a process of systematic characterization of
the social status of occupations common in Egyptian society in general and the
sports field in particular.
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The study population:

Includes all individuals working in various professions under study in all public
and private institutions in general and in the sports field, in particular the Arab
Republic of Egypt.

The study sample:

The study sample consisted of 732 individuals were selected in a deliberate
random to include male and female levels of class and ages of Sunni and
qualifications are different, and the governorates of Cairo and Alexandria, where the
researcher to take (6) members of each profession in a way intentional, which were
represented in the (112) different career Some of the work institution-governmental
organizations and others working the institution of private, as well as to select a
sample intentional students from the university and the number was (60) students
Division final on or before the final order to know the different views about the
social status of occupations, and take into account that not be repeated fill out the
study by Screened twice .

Have been excluded (86) form due to incomplete answer to the survey form
and the lack of suitability for analysis, thus bringing the sample is summarized in
(646) people.

Study tools:

Adopted by the researcher in this study:

1. Form an opinion poll on the social status of occupations common in the
community in general and in particular the sports field (preparation of the
researcher).

2. In-depth interview

The basic procedures of the study:

The researcher following the two-step complementary to the above poll to
determine the form an opinion on the social status of different professions, through
their exploratory study, namely:

The survey:

Previous studies by the researcher to make some necessary adjustments and
needed for the study had been prepared by Astmartin poll sample study on the social
status of different professions and to forms contained on the (112) career with a
difference between them in the way the subjects answer.

Form One: contains (112) career were put randomly irregular, was the development
of five alternatives for each profession, representing five levels of class in society,
namely, (a top layer - middle class high - middle class - middle class world - an
underclass) have been identified five levels according to the vision of a researcher
from previous studies that most of the development of five alternatives except the
study of Smith (1943) is the only developed seven alternatives, but different names
of these alternatives study to another, therefore, identified the researcher as stated
above, and requests from the sample study that they answered on the form through
the tick (\/) below the level of class which sees its relevance for all professions that
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have been included Form From the point of view through the vision of society and
look at the determinants of status "academic qualifications - income - look at the
community (prestige, power) facility (5).

Been presented in this form to (12) individual selected to deliberate so
representing professions and levels of different class and are "mechanic - Musharraf
sports - teacher - engineer - university professor - Fran - coach - a shoe shiner -

After noting a researcher for the study sample during the answer on to forms of
notice that the form II have attracted interest and a large concentration of a sample
study on the form first so the researcher re-designed new development (112) career at
random other than the past and for the yet keeping order scores for each profession,
and order to ensure the validity and reliability by the application form on the baseline
study sample, it was offered again on the same (12) and former member after the
passage (7 days) of the first application of any form in the second period of 7 /5 pm
until 11/05/2011.
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Baseline study:

Was applied to form the second study's sample (646) individuals in the levels of

professionalism and class different from (14 / 5 until 14/6/2011 AD).

Conclusions:

Within study aims and questions and framework of results, study

reached following conclusions:

1-

Political and administrative professions at high levels, high income, power, high
inferences and distinguished educational level occupied higher social status
within social pattern. This status includes two professions in sport field which
can be generally described as Faculty Dean at university and university professor.
Administrative professions characterized by functional and administrative power
within various establishments where power and income are suitable to high
educational level, occupied high middle social status within social patter. This
status includes five sport professions: Sport coach of delegation, associate teacher
at university, sport club manager, sport federation chairman, financial manager at
sport club of federation.

Most professions in state administration apparatus occupied middle social status
within social pattern for they are often general immature characterized by
relatively medium income, education and power. This social status includes (23)
sport professions occupying grades from (37 to 76) not consecutively with
profession of "sport marketing manager in a club" at top, sport club board
member, university sport activity manager and at bottom "club sport supervisor,
sport assistant coach and sporty massager".

As for professions that occupy lower medium social status within social patter,
they are decrial, occupational, technical requiring skilled and semi skilled labor,
characterized by less than medium income or relatively up, medium certificate or
lesser, besides relying high technical experience and non enjoyment of any
power, direct or indirect. It is noticeable non presence of any sport profession
occupying this status within general social pattern.

As for profession with lowest social status within social pattern they are service
professions not requiring a certain training or education and don't enjoy any
degree of power, with medium or lesser than medium income. It is noticeable
existence of one sport profession which is playfield workers.

Study pointed out that arithmetic mean of all sport professions is 3.349. This
proves that all sport professions generally occupy medium status among various
professions under study within social pattern.

Study showed lack of any statistically significant differences in gender variable
assessment of social status framework sport profession within social pattern
except for three sport professions which had difference in view of their social
status: "Sport federation financial manager, sport gym manager, and university
sport supervision". Female assessment was higher than men. This result refers
generally to harmony in view of males, and females to sport professions under
study. This means good understanding of sport profession specializations and
importance within society.

Study showed lack of any moral differences with statistical significance in age
variable on study subject assessment of most sport professions except (10) sport
professions. There were moral differences among the ten: "Sport club manager,
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sport federation manager, sport federation club financial manager, university
sport activity manager, TV sport match analyzer, TV sport announcer, sport
critic, sport program setter, sport education teacher, sport assistant coach". This
result shows harmony among various age levels towards some sport professions.
This is due to nature of relationship among various age groups and staff in sport
field.

Study revealed lack of statistically significant differences in certificate
assessment of social status for sport professions except for (4) sport profession.
There was moral difference in regard to certificates as to social status: sport
federation president, sport federation financial manager, sport assistant coach,
playground workers). This is due to lack of coherence for various study
certificates and their view to social status of sport professions. This means spread
of close sport culture amongst them.

Recommendations:

1. Interest in the various institutions of the Republic of Egypt and Arab centers,

packaging and statistics put professional standards for each profession,
commensurate with the requirements of the community and its needs in terms
of "income, power (influence and prestige), academic qualifications," and so
clear to everyone in the community social status and class of individuals
through their profession.

2. The trade unions of different work programs for the development of skills and

occupations of the requirements and prerequisites for appointment to them,
reflecting the importance of individuals in all professions to society and its role
and complement each other to lead the community and flourish.

3. Support the relationship between the colleges of Physical Education and

institutions of various sports to determine the occupations sports needed by the
sports field and unify titles on the level of colleges and institutions, and open
fields that qualify them and provide them with training courses in order to
change the views of members of the community in a professional sports of all
kinds, and raise the level of personnel them.

4. The National Sports Council, sports associations and colleges of Physical

Education and the Trades Union sports development standards especially to
work in the sports field can not be prejudice within the community, followed
by the Union of Professional Sports through the center of the fill and Statistics,
the state and be affiliated to the National Council on the grounds that the
competent authority adopted in the field of sports have state institutions of
scientific and applied.

5. Adoption of colleges of Physical Education and Trades Union sports amend the

law to hire people in the sports field and be binding I have all the members of
the community in general and individuals working in the sports field in
particular and the monitoring bodies and institutions of various sports so that is
not allowed and not allowed to violate the law, which governs the sports field
and defines the requirements of each the profession of sports, so as to achieve
social justice for individuals employees with, and not to give any individual the
opportunity to occupy professional Mkanat double.

The Purpose of this Study was to deleranene the reveal Social Rtatus class
division of sport professions in Egyptian society within general and sport social
pattern, and existence of statistically significant differences among age variable,
gender certificate in their view to sport professions within general social pattern ,
Researcher used analytical method. It was assigned on (646) persons selected
intentional random that sample represent Egyptian society ,Researcher used
questionnaire Collected date and in depth interview, Conclusions was that two
professions in sport field occupy highest social status as grades (6,11) and five
occupy lower medium social status as grades (21, 22, 29, 32, 34) not consecutively,
Sport professions of playground workers come at bottom occupying grade (99)
within general social pattern. It was found that for most sport profession there is no
statistically significant difference , In view of study, research recommends necessity
of attention to such studies in sport field so as to encompass all governorates and all
sport professions to reveal statistically significant difference, for demographic
variables such as "age, gender, certificate, marital status, profession" in assessing
social status of sport professions.
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
