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Summary

The researcher will be presented in this section, including a brief
introduction summary describes the form of the study, and the problem of the
study, objective, the importance, the methodology used in the study, and its
the limits of the study, and the results of the study and recommendations and
suggestions.

Introduction:

Egypt in the period from 1918: 1967 many changes have impacted
heavily on the education system and, in particular, kindergarten; This is a
result of political factors experienced by Egypt of the occupation and control
of the ruling family, and the World War I and II, and the revolution of July
1952, and the nationalization of the Suez Canal, and Arab unity, and a setback
in June 1967 and the Israeli army's occupation of the Sinai.

There are also social factors of the existence of differences of class
among the people before the year 1952; There layer floating comprising the
ruling family and senior owners with a small segment of traders , the class
submersible consist of a majority of the population of peasants, workers,
artisans, and their social segment thin middle-class employees, teachers and
professionals. The trend of cultural community about the education of boys
without paying attention to girls, and after the 1952 revolution, have sided
with the revolution of the majority of the oppressed, and the launch of social
policies for the poor and the middle class, and the issuance of the agrarian
reform law, which was the most important consequences of reducing the
differences between classes of people.

It has affected the education system in this political and social factors;
education before the revolution of 1952, where he was confined education on
certain layers of society to the presence of the expenses for education and join
the educational system and including institutions, kindergartens, and although
it appeared pioneer patriots and intellectuals who were invited to the right of
the people in education, and in 1951 was considered the kindergarten part of
the educational system , and to consider the kindergarten stage represents a
fundamental first and second divisions of the primary stage.

But after the revolution and achieve the principle of social justice, a law
was passed to free education and elementary education compulsory for all
children, boys and girls from fully sixth to twelfth.



And has some of the studies and trends Progressive, which advocated
women's education The entry of interest in girls and open schools to teach
them and educate them as they represent the girls of the role of importance in
the community, Educated women are more caring for her family of illiteracy
and more aware of the issues and her homeland and the world around them,
but to accommodate the children bound been canceled kindergarten affiliated
to the Ministry of Education and converted to elementary schools only.

The problem of the study:

Before 1918, the children are joining kouttab school was not specified a
certain age to enter or go out to them and it is learning where all the science
of history, geography and science, through the account of the Holy Quran and
the Arabic language. He then appeared Schools Islamic societies and
associations Coptic and the emergence of foreign missionaries to the attention
of their nationals and the emergence of kindergartens.

And by reference to the literature and previous studies, it became clear
that since the establishment of the first school for kindergarten (the period
from 1918: 1967) did not address in any study of the evolution of institutions,
kindergartens and the factors influencing them and, in particular, political and
social factors, and this is what made the researcher working on the study of
the evolution of institutions kindergarten in Egypt in that period of time in the
light of political and social factors.

In light of the above problem can be formulated in the current study,
The main question follows:

What is the reality institutions kindergarten since the start of its
inception, and the factors influencing them around until 19677

Came from this main to the group of sub-questions as follows:

1- What are the factors which influenced the political institutions of the
kindergarten in the period between 1918: 19677

2- What social factors which affected the institutions of kindergartens in the
period between 1918: 19677

kindergarten in particular.

This study is of great significance in the following points:

Second, identify the circumstances and challenges during the time
period preceding that influenced the historical development of the institutions
of kindergarten.

Third, It can be through the analysis of political and social factors in
the time period prior to predict the future, and even take advantage of them to
avoid the challenges of the future.

and in 1967 as the end of the study.

Results of the study:

Swing evolution kindergarten since its inception, and the delay between
progress and stability and vulnerability as part of the educational system
in Egypt by several factors, the most important political and social
factors.

Influenced kindergarten political changes that have occurred in the
Egyptian society, and the changing political public educational
community; Since the British occupation of Egypt and the influx of
foreign communities have been opening private schools for the education
of the children of these communities in accordance with the standards and
teaching methods followed in their country, make stage of education for
their children before primary school dubbed the kindergarten stage, and
because of the many wars and exhausted most of the country's wealth on
military spending and the direction of the government to spread basic
education (primary education) dramatically, and work on literacy has led
to the neglect of kindergarten; due to lack of availability of resources,
which helps to support this type of Education, and the interest of the
institution provides its own premises and equipment and good
management and training of teachers.

Affected kindergarten social changes that have occurred in the Egyptian
society, where he entered the term kindergarten through missions to
England, and were expenses which led to limiting themselves to the
children of the upper classes, and then began to spread and was
introduced as part of the educational ladder, but soon returned outside of
the educational ladder, but there was an alternative institution has a
nursery caring for children and the children of working mothers, and the
state began to bother again kindergartens and the opening of a special
division that studies of childhood and child-rearing in the Department of
Home Economics within the women's College - Ain Shams University -
in 1967.

Recommendations of the study:

To enter kindergarten within the educational ladder compulsory basic.

Make kindergarten stage free without expenses to achieve the principle of
equal opportunities in education.



Expansion of the establishment of these institutions at the level of the
Republic of specifications to suit the characteristics and needs of the child
kindergarten.

Send missions for developed countries to take advantage of their expertise
in the field of kindergarten.

The establishment of colleges of kindergarten at the level of the republic
and the departments of education childhood education colleges.

The work of awareness-raising campaigns for parents of the importance of
kindergarten, especially in the villages.
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
