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Summary

Introduction :

Ethics represent the most developed and purest
aspect of the human soul Although talking about ethics is
an old and a new issue at the same time it possessed the
altention of both the philosophers and the thinkers many
years ago . There fore the study of this aspect acquires a
special and distinguished importance in our
contemporary society which suffers from a lot of
problems , most of which are ethical Accordingly there is
no reform can be made in our recent world without
man’s perception for his orher need to ethical
development as his orher to scientific progress.

There fore the Egyption Ministry of Education
perceived the importance of develoving the ethical aspect
in the child’s character, so it provides both the fourth and
fifth primary grades with a new subject called " Ethics
and values " in the current academic year 2003-2004.
Also the ministry puplished the teacher the ethical guide
which incorporates the most important rules and values
needed in educating the Kindergarten child as well as
certain tools so that the child can acquir those ethical
values .

Kindergarten is the most important phases in the
child’s life because it is an age of construction and
preparation for life and in which his future personality is
shaped besides his customs , his attitudes , his trends and
even his morals His developmental characteristics are
identified ( social — intellectual — emotional — physical )
helped by an active enviroment that motivates the child
to develop and grow .



Thus the government does its best to qualify the
Kindergarten-teachers-academically-,educationally,psyc-
hologically and intllectually so as to work. However
there were some researches and studies that emphasized
that there is a defect in technique of their preparation
whether in the specific faculties or departments. Thereby
we need to assess the programs of preparation and
modernize them. That what most of the specific
conferences and workshops have recommended : for
example the conference of kindergarten teacher in Cairo
in 1987 that recommernded that faculties of education
have to develop its qualification programs concerning
kindergarten teachers to cope with contemporary
educational attitudes.Aseminar held by the Arabic
Council of Childhood and Pevelopment in Cairo in 1989
ettitled " Kindergartens in the Arab world in present and
future " ensured the necessity of qualifying
Kindergartens teachers educationally through specific
universities and faculties where these programs
incorporate integrating between the theoretical and
practical aspects in the light of the educational,
psychological, professional and ethical prepartion .

Mamdouh Abdel Rahim El Gaafary (1990)
observed that there is a reduction in the qualified
teachers,so he recommended that good training be a must
so as to bear their work burdens .

Also Saead Ismael El Kady (1991) emphasized a
deficit in caring for the moral aspects in kindergarten
teachers qualification, so he recommended those specific
faculties to care for both the moral and relgious aspects
through acadameic subjects which deal with those
mentioned aspects , besides the religious symposiums .



Fathy Abdel Rasoul (1993) pointed to som educ-
ationl roles which are not performed by the kindergarten
teachers and the moral aspect in particular.This, of
course, caroccuw due to as he added, the defect in their
preparation.So he recommended that educational and
professional qualification be vital .Also he added that in-
service training and religious awareness are a must so as
to enable them to contribute in developing this important
aspect within the child .

Thus, according to what has been mentioned we
have to take care of preparing the kindergarten teacher in
the light of the educational and ethical function to
achieve the kindergarten’s goals and establish a
generation to be aware of his society’s values and
traditions .
