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SUMMARY

Teaching Arabic to speakers ofother languages is one ofthe
important educational issues and it therefore occupies great
Significance from a lot ofArab and other researchers. The Arabic
language is very important as it is the language ofthe Quraan and
Hadith . It is also the language ofIslamic culture and civilization.
Besides, it is a world-wide language.

As a result of such importance and the desire ofspeakers of
other languages to learn Arabic as aforeign language, especially
non-Arab Muslims, great and sincere efforts have been exerted to
teach Arabic to speakers of other languages. Al-Azher is
considered to be the pioneer in this field as it is th'e first ,
educational institution which received learners of Islam and
Arabic language from different parts of the world .Al-Azher
constructed, therefore, a special institute for that purpose and gave,
great care to the learners by means ofbuilding comfortable houses
andproviding monthly rewardsfor them.

In spite ofthe great efforts ofAl-Aazher in this field, there are
various problems that face teaching Arabic to speakers ofother
languages. One of these problems is the lack ofa well- trained
teacher who will achieve the needed goals through the educational
process. It is essential to solve this problemfirst s£,.ince the teacher
does not only teach a subject matter or develop specific attitudes
through it, but he is also responsible for providing the learner with
communication skills with native speakers ofArabic. The teacher
helps strengthen the Islamic and Arabic ties and he carries the
culture ofthe Arab nation with its dear language and doctrines for
which we live.

Due to the importance of the teacher and his position in the
educational process, several studies have proved that this teacher
lacks linguistics, professional and cultural preparation. Moreover,
he hasn't attended in-service training programs and this has led to
weakness in his performance.
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It is natural to find out that the lack ofin-service training
programs is the main cause ofsuch performance. As a result, it is
believed that teacher's preparation necessities applying modern
scientific trends in the field of preparing the foreign language
teacher so as to solve such a problem. Therefore, preparing and
training the teacher by means ofprogram based on competencies
is the ideal alternative and modern trend, especially after several
studies have proved its success in the preparing and training the
teacher.

In fact, the weak performance of the Arabic teacher to
speakers of other languages in Al-Azher in due to the previous
causes as well as the following two points:

The Arabic teacher is prepared to teach Arabic to native
Arabic speakers and not to non native Arabic speakers and the
difference is great between the two areas concerning goals and
instruction ofteaching.

This teacher has not been professionally prepared before real
teaching and has not received any kind ofin-service training.

In addition, people in charge in Al-Azher are convinced ofthe
importance of training this teacher and there are many
recommendations which call for constructing a specialized
institution that trains and prepares such teachers but it is'I;J.O!
constructedyet.

In such circumstances where the teacher lives and what the
researcher findes out ofapparent lack in the field ofpreparing and
training this teacher, the research current point has come out and
its problem can be determined as follows :

"The weak performance of the Arabic teacher to speakers of
other languages in Al-Azhar and the insufficiency of his
professionalpreparation"

1- To solve this problem, The following research questions
should be answered:

2- What Rae the neededprofessional competencies for the Arabic
teachers to speakers ofother languages ?
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3- What's the suggested formulation for an in-service training
program to develop these competencies ofthis teacher?

4- To what extent will the teacher gain control of such
competencies ?

5- What's the effectiveness of the suggested program in
developing these competenciesfor this teacher?

To answer the previous questions, the following steps have
been taken:

a- Determing the necessary professional competencies for this
teacher through previous studies in the field of teacher's
competencies.
- Meeting specialists in thefield.
- Determining learner's needs regarding Arabic as aforeign

language.
- The observation ofsome learners.
- The step has resulted in a list ofprofessional competencies

which included one hundred and sixty two minor
competencies, classified under seven main fields.

h- Designing the suggested program in the light of the list of
competencies. Theprogram consisted offourteen training items.

c- Preparing tools to evaluate the suggestedprogram.
These tools are:

- Seven achievement tests; a testfor eachfield in the program.
- Seven observation cards; a card ofeachfield in the program.

d- Applying the suggested program on thirty-six Arabic teachers in
the Islamic commissions Institute in Cairo. The application
lastedfor three months and half. It went on the following way:
- Pre-evaluation ofthe subjects.
- Subjects' study ofthe suggestedprogram.
- Post-evaluation ofthe subjects.

The application resulted in:

a- The pre-evaluation test proved the weak performance ofArabic
teachers of Arabic teachers to speakers ofother language and
their mastery of necessary professional competencies did not
exceed 20%.
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b- The post-evaluation testproved that all subjects have achieved
the need level ofperfection which was determined to be 80% or
more regarding both achievement and performance in all the
fields ofthe suggestedprogram.

c- The values of" T TsT " proved that there are significant
differences on (I.d) level in both achievement andperformance
in theprogram competenciesfor the post-evaluation test.

d- According to Black's formula, the developed acquirement
rationale proved that the suggestedprogram in so effective that
it led to the development ofits included competenciesfor the in­
service Arabic teacher to speakers ofother language.

The results ofthe current research are in the same direction of
most ofthe results ofprevious studies and researches in thefield of
the current research.
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
