5. There are statistically significant differences between the means

of scores of a sample of the experimental group and a sample

of the control group - in the observation - sheet in favour of

the experimental group.

6. There are no statistically significant differences between means

of score of males and femals in the observation sheet.

6. Paying attention to the school library and providing it with suitable

references.

Going ontours to mosques and religious places for enhancing the

pupils' religious feelings.

8. Encouraging the pupils .to pray at school.

9. Providing the places in which pupils can practice different activities

at school.

10. Encouraging the pupils who take part in religious activities by

giving them awords.

11. Increasing the periods devoted to islamic education.

12. Training the student teachers in using school activity in teaching

islamic education.

13. Holding some training courses for the in-service teachers of islamic

education to provide them with modern techniques in education.

14. Evaluation should not be limited to cognative domain only but

it should include the Affective Doman and psychomotor Domain.
