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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to highlight a special type of
students, namely gifted students who accomplish high levels of academic
achievement in the examinations of the certificate of the final stage of
basic education. They also scored at high level in the mental ability tests.
They scored at high level of creativity tests. They also achieved at high
levels in the special ability tests in science, arts, or leadership
administered under the supervision of the Ministry of Education in public
secondary schools.

The study also concentrated on the achievement, social, and
psychological problems that the gifted students may encounter and
prevent the continuity of their excellence. Accordingly, this study aim at
helping solve those problems through the presentation of a training
program on problem solving techniques that may lead to the development
of critical thinking. This may enable the students continue their
giftedness.

The experiment was conducted on 400 gifted male and female
students in the second year of the public secondary schools in the literary
and science sections in Giza educational zone.

The experimental group was subjected to a training program in
problem solving techniques. The study also tested several hypotheses
dealing with the responses of the sample in pre-test and post-test.

The results of the study confirmed most of the hypotheses.
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
