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The thesis in Brief

Although the moral aspects in Romanticism has its

own figurative motifs.

That is

why some of the romantic artists found romanticism as a

way to express all what is unfamiliar and full of wonder,

to work out their imaginative minds and to let

inspiration express their feelings and emotions.

Gustave Dore( 1832-1883) is one of those famous

romantic artists

Who is well known for his distinctive imagination and

who is consirded as the most famous illustrator in the

19th century. His talent appeared early when he was

fourteen years. He was well- known for his wonderful

illustrations for the most famous world works of

literature ( e.g. The Divine Comedy by Dante, Don

Quixote by Cervantes and the Droll Stories by Balzac to

The Fables by La Fontaine etc) He also was a multi-

talents artist He had his achievements in sarcastic
caricatures , sculpture.. etc. this made him one of the

Romanticism gunines.
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The researcher divided the thesis into three main

modules in eight chapters ; the first' module- after the

introduction-is divided into three chapters ; the first

deals in brief with Art in the 19th century. In this part

the researcher surveyed the successful artistic

movements starting with the appearance of the new

Classicalism at the end of the 18th century and the

beginning of the 19th.when the romanticism competed it •

Then the landscape painting, then the Realism then the

Impressionism followed by the neo Impressionism. Then

post impressionism Then comes the Expressionism and

its important artists.

In the second chapter_the first module- the

researcher deals with the social and political life in

France beginning with 1789(AD) (Revolution and ending

with the defeat of France in 1870 ) through its rulers

and the different ruling regimes in this age from

Republican to Empire and vice versa and how far these

regimes affected the social and political forms in France

and also how far they affected Dore 's rise and

personality that led to his fame and being a shinning star

with his distinctive romantic illustrations.

Chapter three - the same module- deals with Dore's

early life and his studies . It gives primary explanation

about ( Dore ) ;the popular artist whose works are still­

from their appearance till now - it source of several

people's concern and wonder. Then the life of Dore ; the
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descendant of the cultured and rich family and the

appearance of his artistic talent in an early age. Then his

first set- off in Paris in a paper called ( pour rire ) with

Charles Philipon and the different stages of his artistic

development and his world fame as an illustrative artist

The second module entittled "His production in

painting and drawing" is divided into two chapters: the

first entittled "The Illustrations for Dore"- His religious,

political and historical works- His personal paints- his

scenes works- his mythical and narrative works. It also

includes some details for Dore's illustrative drawings and

his attitudes to deal with them artistically in different

topics such as religion , policy and literature for great

writers as Dante, Milton and Cervantes

The second chapter is entittled "painting and

drawing in Dore's" It includes a brief account of the

history of water and oil paints as techniques .used by

Dore in his illustrations in addition to pencils and Indian

ink . It also includes samples of his works.

The third module is entittled as " His production in

sculpture and his artistic techniques" It includes three

chapters:

The first is entittled as " The technique in Dore's

works". It deals with the different techniques used by

Dore and his assistant sculptures to produce his

illustrative drawings. It shows his first start with

sarcastic caricature and his following drawings. Then his
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production of flat printing on the stone. Then his attitude

to do his drawings through wood engraving • Then its

production using the technique of dry point and etching

with a simple definition for each technique

The second chapter is entittled as " The important

printed works as illustrations for books" It includes a

survey for the most famous illustrations for Dore since he

began in the forties, the fifties and the sixties of the 19th

century that are considered his most shinning periods as

the most famous romantic illustrators.

The third chapter is entittled as " A comparative

study between Dore and the other artists in his age as an

attitude and a technique " It includes a survey for

samples of some artists who lived in Dore's age such as

Gavarni , Daumier ,Manet and Menzel ; those who had

a distinctive attitude for their works. Some affected Dore

and others were affected by him through his artistic

works.

This thesis deals with Gustave Dore as one of the most

famous romantic artists. He is the painter of the

wonderful illustrations for the most famous novels in the

world literature. This research deals with the different

artistic schools during the 19th century specially the

romantic. school that was a means for the artist to express

his feeling and emotions. How far the social and political

life affected Dore's life, his beginning ,artistic study and

his different stages of development. It also includes a
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survey for his most important religious and political

works ....etc and his way to deal with them artistically

and some of his works in the field of painting and

drawing. It also includes a brief account of the used

techniques and the different attitudes that he had used

since he began. The research also peruses the most

famous illustrations that Dore drew during his life and a

comparative study between Dore and some artists of his

age.
