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Introduction:

It is well known that environment with its different
components has its effects on the cognitive, emotional
dimensions and the thinking abilities of the individuals such as
creativity, that the creativity ability is influenced greatly by the
environment in which the individual dwells.

So, the researcher wants to deal with diversity of the
environment and its difference in the relationship with its
individuals' creative thinking through the Bedouin environment
and the Urban environment,

The Bedouin environment is one of the virgin environments
that have not been studied so much. Technology and development
have not touched it except t harenvironment constitutes a
significant section in the Arab desert besides many of the values
of the Bedouin environment are still alive and active.

Study Questions:
In the light of what has been mentioned, one can state the

study problem in the following main question:
Do the creative thinking abilities differ in the

children ( males - females) due to the difference
of the environment ( Bedouin - Semi Bedouin ­
Urban) ?

The following research questions are deduced from the
preceding questions:
1) Do the creative thinking abilities (Fluency - Flexibility -

Originality) differ due to the difference of the
environment (Bedouin - Semi Bedouin - Urban)?

2) Do the creative thinking abilities (Fluency - Flexibility-
Originality) differ. / due to the difference of the sex
(Males - Females)?
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3) Do the creative thinking abilities (Fluency - Flexibility ­
Originality) differ ,: .:," due to the difference of the
interaction ofthe environment and sex?

4) What are the environmental characteristics, which hinder or
facilitate the creative thinking in each of (Urban - Semi
Bedouin -- Bedouin) environments?

Study Hypothesis:
According to the theoretical frame of the present study

problem and the results of the literature review, the present study
hypothess are stated as follows:

• The First Main Hypothesis:
" The creative thinking abilities (Fluency - Flexibility ­
Originality) differ in the children due to the difference of
the environment (Bedouin - Semi Bedouin - Urban)"

• The Second Main Hypothesis:
'"" The creative thinking abilities (Fluency - Flexibility­
Originality) differ in the children due to the difference of
the sex (Males - Females) "

• The Third Main Hypothesis:
" The creative thinking abilities (Fluency - Flexibility -
Originality) differ in the children due to the difference of
the interaction ofthe environment and sex "

• The Fourth Main Hypothesis:
« There are significant statistical differences between the
high and the low creative thinking in the environment
characteristics in which they dwell, in each environment
alone (Urban - Semi Bedouin - Bedouin).

Methods:

(a) The Sam~:
The study sample has been chosen [rOITI the elementary

fifth grade students (males - females) from the elementary
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schools in North Sinai (the origin society) randomly from the
three different environments as follows:
(1) The Urban environment sample from the elementary

schools of AI-Arish education directorate (N== 100).
(2) The Semi Bedouin environment sample from the

elementary schools of Shaikh Zewaid education
directorate (N== 100).

(3) The Bedouin environme-it sample from the elementary
schools of Al-Hassana education directorate (N= 100).

.' It is to be noted that the average age of the samples population is
10 years and 4 months (S.D. = 1.75).

(b) StatisticaI Methods:

The researcher has used the computer with the group of the
statistical programs of social sciences (SPSS). The following
statistical treatments have been used:

(1) Descriptive Statistics: through identifying the
averages, the S.Ds., the deviation, and quarterlies (first,
third) of grades of three samples' population (Urban­
Semi Bedouin - Bedouin).

(2) Deductive Statistic: through identifying:
(a) Inferential Statistics: that it is proper to know the

difference between the study samples to study
more than one variable with one subordinate
variable and to know if these differences are due
to basic differences or to the chance factor.

(b) " t-test ": that it is due to measure the \
significant differences between the average /
grades of the study samples on the study tools. ,.1

(c) Scheffe test: that it is proper to do the variable
comparison in ' case of having a statistically
significant rate.
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Study Results:
The study results have led to:

- There are significant statistical differences at 0.01 level
between the grades of the children ofthe environment
(Urban - Semi Bedouin - Bedouin) in the abilities
(Fluency - Flexibility - Originality - The total grade of
the creative thinking test) in the favor of the urban
environment children then the Semi Bedouin
environment children.
There are Significant statistical differences at 0.01 level
between females and males in the abilities (Fluency ­
Flexibility - Originality - The total grade ofthe creative
thinking test) in ..-.: favor of. .- ~ males.
There are Significant statistical differences at 0.01 level
in the abilities (Fluency - Flexibility - Originality - The
total grade of the creative thinking test) due to the
difference ofthe interaction ofenvironment and sex.
There are Significant statistical differences between the
high and the low creative thinking in the environment
characteristics in which they live (the social
relationships - the parents trends - traditions and
costum "S - the characteristics of the psychological
environment), in each environment alone (Urban - Semi
Bedouin - Bedouin).
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
