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Introduction:
The problem of delinquency is considered a dangerous social

phenomena where all societies suffer from it, either developing or
developed countries.

Scientists found that the psychological Motives and needs have a
great importance to explain many behavioral types of man, so when these
motives and needs are satisfied, the man feels happy and satisfied, when
ever these motives and needs aren't satisfied or repressed, this leads to
frustration or generate the aggression which lead to violence and destory
the society .

The delinquency has many kinds, like psychopathic and Neurotic
deliquency .
Problem of the study:
The main points :-

We can summarize problem of the study in the following questions:
1- Is there a difference in latent needs among psychopathic & neurotics

delinquents girls ?
2- Is there a difference in order of latent needs among psychopathic &

neurotics delinquents girls ?
3- Can we predict ofdelinquent behaviour in the light of latent needs for

psychopathic & neurotics girls ?
4- Can we predict of psychopathic & neurotic behaviour from studying

psychological structure for delinquent girl ?

Importance of the study:
1- Capability of good diagnosis for psychopathic & neurotic delinquency

cases.
2- We can benefit from the study results to more guideness or counseling

progrommes for delinquents .
3- Guide parents and who bringing up to the ideal types of satisficstion the

latent needs in teenagers and childhood, so we can bring up and
develop correctly in all personality sides far from psycho &
behavioural disorders to overcome it in time .

Aims of the study :
The recent study aims at knowing the psychological characteristics

which relate to the psychopathic & neurotic delinquency among girls, and
wheather there are a special needs relate to a certain type of delinquency
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and an order of latent needs among this sample of the study, also if we can predict

the types of delinquency from latent needs.

Procedures of the study

1- Sample of the study:

The sample was chosen from the delinquents girls who stayed in ( Social

institutions which take care of 108 girls who arrested or judge from the cout and

they stayed in ( Mohammed Abdou institutions and EI - Agoza ) their age between

of 11 and 16 years old.

Tools of the study
1- The form of case study ( social economic form M.A. Mansey ) 1979.

2- Otis Lenon test for general intelectual ability to measure the intelligence 1985 .

3- Minssoetta multiple personality inventory (MMPI) Leuis K. Meleka 1990.

4- The completion of short sentences test for the latent needs Mohammed EI-

Taybe 1979.

5- It was used (H.T.P) House, Tree, person Test" for case study. John Back.

The sample

The sample divided into two groups:

1- Psychopathic group : 82 girls have high scors in psychopatic devition ( above

28) according to the test used .

2- Neurotic group : 26 girls have high scors in Neurosis scale.

The statistical Anaylsis: T. Test.

Anaylsis of varriance ( Anvova) .

Hypothesis of the study

1- There are statistical significant differences between the average scores of the

latent needs satisfaction in psychopathic delinquents and neurotic delinquents.

2- There are statistical significant differences between order of the latent needs in

psychopathic and neurotic delinquents.

3- There are statistical significant differences between the average of the

arrangement of latent psychological needs for the delinquent and neurotic .

4- The psychological structure varies in psychopathic and neurotic delinquent.

Results of the study:

The resultsof the recent study are the following:
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1- For the first hypothesis, the statistical analysis shows that there are
significant differences between two groups, for the neurotic group was
signi ficant in: Repressed Abasement-Repressed cxti bition-Rcprcsscd
succorance needs but the psychopathic group has significant in Repre­
ssed argression need However the needs of: recognition, dominonce,
homosexuailty were not siginificunt .

2- For the second hypothesis which relate to the order of the latent needs
of two groups, we found that the needs order for the psychopath ic
group was: dominace-Aggression-homosexuality abasement exhibition
succorance sex and recongition . But the neurotic group the order of
needs was: Abasement-succorance-exhibition-dominance homosex­
uality - sex - Agression and recognition.

3- For the third hypothesis which relate to the personality structure of two
groups (Psychopathic & neurotic) on M.M.P.1. Scale.

There are significant differences between two groups on some
scales, and there are no significant differences on the others, for example:

The neurotic group has statistical significant on the following scales:
Hypocandria-depression introversion-hypomania-hysteria (0.5) but the
psychopathic group has statistical significant on the following scale :
Psychopathy-paronio-scizopherenia (0.5) .

The Recent study used (M.M.P.!) , (H.T.P) to study one example
from the girls of the psychopathic group and another one from the girls of
the neurotic group.
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
