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ABSTRACT

.Research Objectives:
1 - Confirming the presence of a siginficant related interaction

between the creative thinking ability and level of aspiration
on one hand , and some other personality characteristics
such as personal and social adjustment on the other . This is
taken according to the main personal data represented in sex
and the cultural , economical and social standards of the
family.

2 - Confirming the creative thinking ability differences under the
varied levels of :
A) Personality characteristics ( level of aspiration ,

personal and social adjustment ) .
B) Sex and the cultural , economical and social standards of

the family

The Problem:
The problem of this research is determined by the

following questions :

1 - Is there a relationship between the creative abilities and the
individual aspects of levels of aspiration and the personal and
social adjustment ?

2 - Are there any differences in the creative thinking abilties
under the varied levels of :
A) Aspiration , and personal and social adjustment ?
B) Sex , cultural and social economic standards of the

family ?

Research Hypotheses
1 - It's assumed that there is a relationship between the

creative abilities and different levels of :
- Aspiration.
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2 - It's assumed that there is a difference in the creative thinking

abilities under the varied levels of :

A) Aspiration , personal and social adjustment .

B) Sex ( M/F ) , and the cultural , economical and

social standards of the family .

* I.he Approach:
A randomly selected sample of (505) U.A.E. National

students ( M/F ) .

The sample was selected from the 3rd . year of the

secondary schools across the country .

Sample age ranging between 17 and 19 years of different

cultural , economical social standards after eliminating

those of below average intelligence .

Research Tools:
Guilford's creative thinking ability tests , translated by

Abd EI-Haleem, M. AI-Sayed.

Measurement of level of aspiration , prepared by the

researcher.

Measurement of personality characteristics " personal and

social adjustment ," prepared by the researcher .

A questionnaire on the social personality , prepared by the

researcher.

Test of intelligence similarities , by Wechsler- Belfio.

Slatistical MQlhods used :
1 - Person's linear correlation coefficients .

2 - Eta's ratio of correlation coefficients .

3 - Two - way classification varience analysis .

4 - Finding significant differences between groups using T-test .

Conclysions :
There is a positive and statistically significant relationship

between the creative abilities ( fluency , originality ,

flexibility , sensitivity to problems ) and, the various aspects

of the personal and social adjustment for males , females or

both.
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There is a positive and statistically significant relationship

between the creative abilities ( fluency , originality ,

flexibility , sensitivity to problems ) and the various aspects

of the level of aspiration for males , females or both .

There is a postive and staistically significant relationship

between the creative abilities ( fluency , originality ,

flexibility , senstivity to problems ) and the various aspects

of the social personality data for males , females or both .

The results point to the existence of differences with

statistical significance between males and females in the

creative abilities as the females surpass the males in the

ability to fluency and flexibility while the males surpass the

opposite sex in the ability to originality . In addition , the

result shows that there is no difference between males and

females in the ability to sensitivity to problems .

The results concerning the differences in the creative

abilities while resulting from the different levels of

aspiration show that the significant results are related to the

ability to responsibility' and the vocational aspiration only

from six aspects .

The results related to the proof of differences in the creative

abilities resulting from the different levels of the personal

and social adjustment , show that the significant results are

related to four aspects out of eight .

As for the differences in the creative abilities , resulting

from the different social personality data , the results show

relation to two main aspects out of three .

The results , concerning the difference between males and

females in the effect of the level of aspiration on the creative

abilities show that there is a significant relation between sex

and ability to determine goals in their effect on fluency , and

sex and ability to self-actualization in their effect on

originality . This ~Sures that these two aspects of

aspiration are affected by sex . In other words the differences

between averages vary from males to females .

As for the results , concernlnq the differences between males

and females in the effect of the personal and social
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adjustment on the creative abilities they show that there is
a significant relationship between sex and self-reliance in
their effect on flexibility . There is also a significant relation
ship between sex and self-confidence in their effect on
originality.

This is also related to the common effect of sex and
family adjustment on sensltlvlty to problems , and that of sex
andschool adjustment on originality . This shows the
importanceof the adjustment traits for the growth of the
creative abilities .

The results , concerning the difference between males and
females in the effect of the social personality data on the
creative abilities , show that there is a significant
relationship between sex and the socio-economic-status
cultural of the family in their common effect on fluency . This
shows the importance of the suitable environmental
circumstances for the growth of the creative abilities for
the students in the third year of the secondary school
education in the United Arab Emirates.
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
