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This study divides into preface, four chapters & the conclusion as

well as appendices.

The appendices illustrate the origination & the improvement of the

medical journalism. This is in the research work period from 1865 to 1947.

The first chapter tackles the healthy & medical institutions. The

medical & the healthy institutions include the common good health, the

offices ofhealth, the sessions ofhealth, hospitals, the settlement of leprosy,

laboratories & the medical school.

The second chapter divides into two sections. The first section

attends to the diseases & the all kinds of these diseases. For instance, the

epidemical diseases, the infections diseases, the settled diseases, the

diseases of the eyes & the diseases of children. The second section sheds

light on the medical institutions, doctors, nurses, midwives & the health

inspectors. It sheds light also on the positions that relates to the medical

treatment like: pharmacists, technologists, the analysis specialist & the

healthy vistors.

The third chapter includes the medical culture, the history of the

medical treatment, the medical literature, the letters of the medical

language, conferences, the medical associations, the medical instructions &

the advertisement of the medicaljoumalism.
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The fourth chapter deals with the problems of the medical journalism

like: harlotry, the limitation of children, muter pollution, consumption &

the prescription medicine.

Finally, the conclusion tackles the results of the research work. At

the end, the appendices include: a private appendices for the biography of

some factors & an appendices for "Ministry of Health". It includes also

about an appendices for the epidemical diseases, the infectious diseases &

the appendices for the advertisement of the medical journalism. The

appendices of the medical journalism include some models relates to it.
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
