the Resource room to get Remedial Training , the ordinary class
teacher has the responsibility for brining up and educating the
students, but the teacher of the Resource room has the responsibility
to identify the learning disabilities for the student and making the
Remedial plan according to this identification , and introducing the
special Remedial Services as shown in individual Remedial plan to
this student , and arrange the student survey to spend a number of
sessions weekly according to the disability that he suffer from , and
doesn't spend more than 50 % of the study day in the Resource room.
