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General Summary of the Study 

Human development has turned to be a major issue for the efforts 

exerted by societies seeking development and advancement. The 

development horizons have grown to include the development of man to 

the utmost that his abilities and capacities can afford him to reach 

throughout his life. 

The Jumetien Conference (1990) has put the education right for all: 

young and old as top priority of human development. If the formal 

education for the youngsters has occupied, along many years the interest 

of states and governments to orient the rising generations, and look after 

the youngsters intellectually and socially, the adult masses especially 

those who have not taken an educational chance in their young age, 

occupy an outstanding sector in the human development plans. 

The International Conferences that have been held in the elapsing 

five decades have given rise to many studies about the conditions of 

Adult Education. Thanks to such conferences, and to the 

recommendations and proposals they have reached, Adult Education in 

many countries has become complementary to their educational system 

whilst the adult education activities in some other countries have been 

confined to the eradication of illiteracy being the central problem they 

encounter and that stand against their progress. 

In the light the recommendations of the International Conferences 

an Adult Education, and with- education as a basic right for all, 

educational chances have to be provided for everyone. Hence, Egypt has 

exerted more efforts to confront the illiteracy problem through a national 

plan for illiteracy eradication from 1992- 2001. Notwithstanding the 

efforts in illiteracy eradication and adult education, the reports and 

studies made in the field point out that the reduction in illiteracy rate is, 
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generally, slow, and that such slow progress is due to constraints that 

lessen the effectiveness of the exerted efforts in the field of illiteracy 

eradication. 

Problem of the Study: 
The problem of the study lies in the need to explore the constraints 

that limit the effectiveness of the exerted efforts. Such constraints are 

encountered during the implementation in the illiteracy eradication 

classes in education/ learning situations. They weaken the process, and 

lessen the benefit that learners in the illiteracy eradication classes get 

from the program. 

Study Questions: 
- What are. the constraints to the educational process for adults in the 

illiteracy eradication classes? 

The answer to this question requires answers to the following minor 

questions: 

- What are the contemporary world and local trends that the Egyptian 

society faces? 

- What is the current position as regards adult illiteracy eradication in 

Egypt? 

- What are the elements of the educational process in the illiteracy 

eradication classes? 

- What is the suggested vision for overcoming such constraints? 

Objectives of the Study: 
- Exploring the constraints to the educational process that stand against 

the realization of the intended objectives in the illiteracy eradication 

classes. 
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- Putting a suggested vision for overcoming the constraints to the 

educational process in the illiteracy eradication classes. 

Methodology: 
The Descriptive method with its tools is the one that fits with the 

study problem. Besides, field study is used to explore the current position, 

interpret and analyze all elements of the educational process with their 

interactions and to define the constraints to the educational process that 

negatively effect the learners' efficiency in the illiteracy eradication 

classes. 

Tools of the Study: 
- An observation sheet for the identification of the constraints to the 

educational process in the illiteracy eradication classes. 

- A questionnaire by interview for the identification of the constraints to 

the educational process from point of view of the learners in the 

illiteracy eradication classes. 

- A questionnaires by interview for the identification of the constraints 

from the point of view of teachers. 

Steps of the Study: 
The study runs in the following steps: 

Firstly: The general framework of the study includes one chapter 

(Chapter One) dealing with the problem of the study, its questions, 

importance, objectives together with limits of the study. Besides, it deals 

with the methodology, the tools used, the sample, the definition of terms 

as well as the previous Arabic and foreign studies. 

Secondly: Review of the Egyptian society: and the needs to 

upgrade the returns of illiteracy eradication in the light of the current 

challenges are dealt with in chapter two. The chapter starts with the world 

and contemporary trends in the field of illiteracy eradication through the 
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international conferences. Following this, the chapter dealt with the 

challenges that the Egyptian society confronts at the international level. 

Lastly, it dealt with the local challenges that may hamper illiteracy 

eradication returns. 

Thirdly: Elements of the educational process are included in 

chapter three which deals with such elements as the learners in the 

illiteracy eradication classes, the curriculum (objectives, content, means 

and methods of teaching, teaching aids and evaluation) as well as teacher 

of adults, the classes, study intervals, administration and supervision in 

the illiteracy eradication classes. The chapter ends with some conditions 

that have to be available in the educational process items. 

Fourthly: The field study tends to identify the constraints to the 

educational process in illiteracy eradication classes from the point of view 

of teachers and learners. It deals with observing the educational process 

in the illiteracy eradication classes in order to explore the constraints in 

teaching/ learning situations. The chapter starts with the aims of the field 

study, description of the sample, the tools, the statistical technique, the 

application measure finally reaching the conclusions, and their 

interpretation. 

Fifthly: Review of the general conclusions that are related the 

constraints as regards each of the educational process elements as well as 

the recommendations raised for the removal of these constraints taking 

into consideration the overlap among all elements of the educational 

process as each has to be dealt with separately apart from others/pach 

has its impact on the performance of learners. Certain actual limitations 

are imposed by the current position in the illiteracy eradication classes in 

each local community. 
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
