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English Abstract

Introduction:

There are many and multiple factors may lead to the emerge of the social
and 1mpulsive problems in the children. The most important for us in this
study 1s focussing on one side only of these multiple sides, which is the
mother depression and its contribution in emerging some of social and
impulsive problems in the children.

Mother has a great role in building the child’s character and making him
enjoy a suitable amount of psychological health. So, if the motheris
suffering from any kind of depression, then, she can atfect her children
through the soctal uprising process, as a result of the type of the existing
interactive relations between the mother and her children, as many of the
psychological problems showed by the child in his future life, returns to a
great extent to his deprivation from the emotional feelings between him

and his mother 1n his early childhood.

Problem of the Study:

1- Does the mother depression affect the emotional stability in children?

2- Does the mother depression affect the pro-action in the children?

3-Does the mother depression affect expression of the negative feelings
in the children?

4- Does the mother depression affect the impulsive social control in the
children?

5- Does the mother’s depression affect expression the positive feelings in

the children?



Objectives of the Study:

1- The study aims at studying the social skills and emotional stability in
the children of the depressed mothers in the AUE, and also
recognizing the role of the father and relatives in taking care of those

children (depressed mother children)

Importance of the Study:

Statistical Methods:

The researcher used the following statistical methods:
I- Arithmetic average and standard deviation
2- =T test for differences among averages.

3- T test for differences significance between averages.

The Study Hypothesis :

1- There are statistical significant differences among the children of the
depressed and normal mothers in the proactive variable.

2-There are statistical significant differences among the children of the
depressed and normal mothers in the expressing negative feelings
variable.

3- There are statistical significant differences among the children of the
depressed and normal mothers in the umpulsive social control variable.

4- There are statistical significant differences among the children of the
depressed and normal mother in the expressing the positive feelings
variable.

5- There are statistical significant differences among the children of the

depressed and normal mothers in the progeny variable.

The results of the Study:

The results of the study showed the following:
All the study hypothesis are not significant. Meaning the sample of the
depressed mothers kids and the sample of the normal mothers kids were
nearly equal in all study variables. This relates to the family nature in
emirates soctety which still living under the extended family, which all
fathers, uncles, aunts grandmothers and grandfathers are participating in
raising and instructing the young relatives and train him on how can he treat
the others. So, the sons of the depressed mothers and the sons of the normal
mothers of the same family can take their raising and instruction equally
