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2- Abstract

This study deals with an important subject that belongs to the field

of fundamentals of education.

The researcher has come up to the fact that Egyptian secondary
schools have early realized the importance of educational activities for all

the students.

Educational activities penetrate all subject matters and are

considered as an integral part of the curriculum.

Educational activities comprise an important element in building

up student’s personality physically, mentally emotionally, and socially.

On the other hand these activities give students the opportunity to
display their talents and interests and help them to express their feelings
and ideas, and this creates a spirit of friendliness and cooperation and

respect among students and between students and teachers.

Despite that, there are still some (parents, teachers, and
principals...) who consider educational activities a waste of time and
effort, and the researcher’s point of view that there are some problems
and obstacles prevent students from practicing these activities properly,
and there is also a clear gap between the theoretical side of the
educational activities and the actual position of these activities in the

general secondary education.

This unbalanced position calls for knowing the American

experience in planning the educational activities to build up a proposed
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model (proposed plan) for planning these activities in the general
secondary education.

The study proceeded in several stéps through five chapters:

Chapter (1):

Involves the general framework of the study which includes the
study problem objectives and importance, and methodology, its terms,
and previous studies in the field, and the steps followed to solve the

problem.

Chapter (2):

Involves the educational activities in the secondary school
concerning the concept, development, importance and objectives,

principles, and the aims of the secondary education.

Chapter (3):

Involves the educational planning for educational activities
focussed on the definition, the techniques, and the stages, and the actual

position for the educational activities and their problems.

Chapter (4):

Involves the American experience in the field of planning the
educational activities through the following: the educational system in the
U.S.A, organization and supervision, secondary school its objectives. The

educational activities, and their definition, principles, objectives and
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importance, philosophical principles, sorts and fields, and the steps of

planning to recognize principles and rules of its planning.

Chapter (5):

Involves the results of study, and suggested studies in the field, and

the recommendations of the study.
