Acceptance) and the cognitive style (Independence / Dependence),
on the side of highly educated, fathers only.
2) There is a positive correlation between parental child rearing

Practices and the cognitive style (Independence / Dependence), on
the side of highly educated, mothers only.

(3) There is no correlation between parental child rearing practices
(Authority- Democracy over protection - Acceptance) and the
cognitive style (Independence / Dependence), on the side of highly
educated, mothers only. '
(4) There is no correlation between parental child rearing practices

(Independence - Authority- Democracy over protection -
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Acceptance) and the cognitive style (Independence / Dependence),
on the side of lower educated, fathers only.

(5) There is no correlation between parental child rearing practices
(Independence Authority- Democracy- over protection-
Acceptance) and the cognitive style (Independence /Dependence),
on the side of lower educated, mothers only

(6) There is no correlation between parental child rearing practices
(Independence - Authority- Democracy over protection ­
