Modem

teaching strategies started to surface after the rapid changes which the 21st century

has witnessed. Consequently, the major concern of education focused on the

learner. Preparing the learners to cope with a changing world has become an end

among the educational ends via providing opportunities for the growth of leamer's

abilities and aptitudes.

The problem of the research :

1- The results of researches and former studies asured that there is dereliction

in developing the skills of critical thinking for learners, i.e., the study of

Cynthie, 1999), the study of (Reda Masaoud, 2001), the study of (Soliyman

ibn EI Soliyman, 2001), the study of (Hoda Lasheen, 2003) , the study of

(Fadya AI-Khadraa, 2004), the study of (Ahmed Abdel Rahman, 2005), the

study of (Ali AI-Nagdi, 2005), the study of(Mana} Al Gasem, 2007) and the

study of (Fayzia Al-Sayed, Safaa Mohammed, 2008 ), the important results

for that is there are skills ofcritical thinking in the syllabus ofhistory .

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3- Also, the researcher held a number of systematic meetings with a group of
social studies inspectors in Assiut Educational Administration consisting of
(10) inspectors and (15) social studies teachers in the preparatory stage.

4- The researcher also read some tests which schools apply on their students.
Results have proved the focus on the acquisition side and the neglect of
critical thinking skills development.

The researcher did some explorational studies on a group of third-year­
preparatory students in New Mousha Prep School in Assiut Educational
Administration. The study consisted of a variety ofquestions to test the critical
third<ing sleills.

The aims of the research:

This research aimed at:

1- Showing the effectiveness of usingthereciprocal teaching strategy in

teaching history for developing the acquisition skillon the third-year­

preparatory students.

2- Showing the effectiveness of using the reciprocal teaching strategy in

teaching history for developing the critical thinking skillson the third-year­

preparatory students.

3- Showing whetheror not there is a relational tie between promoting the

acquisition leveland developing thecritical thinking skillson the third­

year-preparatory students.

Items and tools of the research:

Studying tools :

• A list ofthe critical thinking skills in history for the third-year-preparatory

students.

• Student's worksheets on the selected unit according to the reciprocal

teaching strategy.

• Theteacher's guide on the selected unitaccording to the reciprocal teaching

strategy.
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Evaluation tools:

1· Acquisition test on the selected unit via the three levels (remembering ­

understanding - applying).

2- Critical thinking skills test in social studies (history) for the third-year­

preparatory students. In standards of ( analysis, instruction, and evaluation).

The research limits and justifications:

The research limits is confined to:

1- The unit entitled "Egypt since the 23rd July revolution, 1952" is rewritten

according to the reciprocal teaching strategy. (Teacher's guide)

2- A group ofthe third-year-preparatory students (40 boys and girls) - from

New Mousha Prep School in Assiut Educational Administration, Assuit

Governorate - are devoted to be the specimen of the research. .

3- An acquisition test measures the level of ( remembering, understanding and

applying).

4- The critical thinking skills test on the third-year-preparatory students in

standards of ( analysis, instruction, and evaluation).

The two curriculum of the research:

The researcher used the following two curriculum:

1- The descriptive curriculum: used to prepare the research theoretical

framework and procedures which followed in preparing the tools.

2- The experimental curriculum: used to verify the accurateness and the

steadiness of the research tools throughout the explorational study and then in

applying the research.

The research procedures:

The research problem, its significance and its steps have been prepared. To

answer the study questions, the following procedures are followed:

1- Doing a surveying 'study about the reciprocal reaching (its concept,

significance, advantages and the fields on which it can be applied) .
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2- Reading some researches and studies which approach the reciprocal teaching

strategy and applying itssteps on teaching.

3- Scholastic acquisition (its concept, types, significance and the measuring

test).

4- Reading the literary works which approach the critical thinking (its concept,

significance and skills).

5- Reading some studiesandformer researches whichapproach the critical

thinking in general and thecritical thinking in history in particular and the

relation betweenthe critical thinking andacquisition.

6- Preparing an initial list of the critical thinking which suits the third-year­

preparatory students. This listwasproffered to thejudges to assure its

validity and to makethe necessary modifications according to theirviews and

eventually makingthe final listofthe critical thinking skills which suit the

third-year-preparatory students.

7- Preparing the items andthe tools ofthe research which contains:

- Preparing the teacher's guide for teaching the selected unit which is

rewritten according to the reciprocal teaching strategy via the critical

thinking skills, and the preparation ofstudents' worksheets of this unit.

- Preparingboth the acquisition andthe criticalthinking skills tests for the

selected unit according to the reciprocal teachingstrategy.

- Proffering the tools and the items of the research (teacher's guide ­

students' worksheets - the acquisition test - the critical thinking skills

tests) to the judges.

- Making the necessary modifications on the tools and the items of the

researchaccording to the judges'views.

8- Applying the two tools of the research on a group ofthe third-year­

preparatory students apartfrom theexperimental group to calculate its time,

neatness, steadiness and factors ofeasiness and difficulty for both ofthem.
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9- Choosing a group of the third-year-preparatory students from New Mousha

Prep School in Assuit city (the experimental group) to perform the research

experiment.

10- Applying the two tools of the research on a research group.

I I - Teaching the selected unit which is rewritten according to the reciprocal

teaching strategy via the final list of the critical thinking skills.

12- Reapplying the two tools of the research on the research group.

13- Penning the results and their explanations.

14- Offering recommendations and suggestions.

The research results :

The research concluded the following:

1- A list of the critical thinking skills for the third-year-preparatory students

when studying history and it contained three main skills which branched

into eighteen subordinate skills.

2- There has been a fall in the research students' average marks in the

previous applying of the acquisition test, whereas the students' average

marks in the hereafter application of the acquisition test reads a rise in the.
students' marks leveL This was proved by calculating the It' value which

equals ( 49.8 ) while the value of tabbed 't' equals (2.7) and this denotes

statistically the level of (0.01). As a result, this assures the effectiveness

of the rewritten study unit according to the reciprocal teaching strategy

and some accompanying activities which are pursued by students while

studying the unit. This denotes that there is a statistic distinction proving

the hereafter application of the test.

3- When calculating the effectiveness range of using the reciprocal teaching

study on the acquisition test, the results proved the efficiency of using

reciprocal teaching strategy which equals (0.97).
