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Introduction:
Under the protection of quick development the world face,

and great increasing of much information which doubled day
after day.

1- Research Problem:

But it is a basic to the whole of Human
life, in spite of the activity of CORT Program in developing the
ability to solve problems in mathematics (Huggins, 1988), and
the Arabic studies which dealing with this style in learning the
thinking are rarity.

Several studies has been performed, more important of it is
(De Bono 1986) which proved the activity of CORT Program­
second section (Organization) to solve problems.
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From here the problem of present research appeared to
know the possibility in developing the ability to solve problems
the CORT Program in trying to give the answer on the next
question.

What is the activity of (CORT) Program (Cognitive
Research Trust) second section (Organization) to learn the
thinking skills among the pupils of primary stage after applying
the program in developing the ability to solve problems of the
social studies.

1- Are there statistical function differences between
accomplishment of experimental group in the two applies,
before and after, on problem solving skills test in social
studies?

2- Are there statistical function differences between
accomplishment of experimental group and
accomplishment of control group on problem solving test
in social studies after applying the program?

3- There is no statistical function difference in experimental
group in post and following up measurement test in
problem solving test in social study.

2- Aims of this research:
The principal aim for this research is in:

Making sure of effect level of the CORT Program
(Cognitive Research Trust CORT) in developing the ability
to solve problems in social studies among the pupils of the
primary stage.

3- Limits of research:
1- Wherefrom the content:

The research limited to cognitive content which contain
two unites (water resources, mineral wealth, energy sources,
personages from the Egyptian recent history) in social studies
book for six class pupils-primary stages 207/2008.
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2- Wherefrom the sample:
The research limited to sample from the six class primary

at Kafr EI-Sheikh City and Meseer.

3- Wherefrom local field:
A- The research has been experimented on (80) samples from

six class pupils-primary stage in Menyt Meseer and
Wehdet Meseer School.

B- Wherefrom temporal place:
The study has been experimented in first term of the school

year 2007/2008 from 17/9/2007 to 30/12/2007.

4- Methodology of research:
Nature of research require that the observed experimental

design must be the experimental methodology haying standard
and experimental group before and after measuring for both two
groups.

5- Sample of research:
Sample of research consist of (80) pupils from six class

their age are between age 11,12 years as much as (40) male and
female pupils to experimental group, (40) male and female
pupils to standard group.

6- Instruments of research:
The research used the following instruments:
• CORT Program to learn thinking and its skills (translate

and changing: Nadia Hayel AI-Soroor, Thear Ghazy
Hessen, Dena Omar 1998) second section (Organization).

• Skills testing of solve problems in social studies (preparing
the researcher).

• The pictured intelligence testing from age (7-18) years
(preparing: Ahmad Zaky Saleh, 1978).

• Application of social and economic level for family
(preparing Abd El-Azeez El-Shakhs 1995).
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7- The statistics style used in the study:
Statistics styles used depend up on the supposal of the

study and the aim behind; we can sum up the main statistics
styles used in this study in the following:
1- Average and normative deviation of the control and the

experimental groups in both pre and post measurement and
in using them in the descriptive treatment of the study.

2- (T.Test) to expose the different signs between the averages
of control and experimental group.

8- The results of the study:
The first supposal:

There are differences with statistic sign in the experimental
group in doing the problem solving test in social study before
and after applying the program for the sake ofpost test.

The second supposal:
There are differences with statistic sign between the control

and experimental group in doing the problem solving test in
social study after applying the program for the sake of the
experimental group.
