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Summary ofResearch

The second stage of the Basic Education (the
preparatory stage) may sometimes be the end of the
education process for some students, it can be also an
introduction to a following educational stage. There fore,
economic concepts which he must get at this stage in
conformity. with this philosophy of basic education, the
student studies a basic professional subject-commercial,
agricultural, industrial - depending on his choice.

There are
many studies, which used computer as an instructional aid in
different subjects for the students of different educational
levels. However, the researcher discovered the rarely of the
studies dealing with using computer programs in commercial
and economic subjects, especially in the stage of basic
education.
