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These scenes also show seals which differed in their shapes

between cylindric seals or flat round ones. In addition, these

seals were one face inscripted or double face inscripted with

inspired spectacles from beliefs, environment or ideological

my theology. The seals differed also in their contents as it was

rare to find similar seals.

The researcher chose this study to prove that both art and

civilization really exist in Arab Peninsula. These arts and

civilization trace back to the time before Islam, which was

common there. This period of time witnessed pure arts and

some influences of neighboring civilizations as result ofArab's

working with terrestrial and naval trade.
