it's true that dictionary forms ending in —bu and —mu share the same te-form
—nde. Likewise, the dictionary form of the te-form —tfe is also ambiguous. It
ends in either —tsu, -ru or —u. The only clue to the correct dictionary form
available to foreign learners of Japanese is the context in which the te-form
occurs. For native Japanese speakers, the different tonal patterns of the
apparently same te-form serve as another clue.
