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Summary

THE DYNAMIC FORCES IN THE PERSONALITIES

the Egyptian environment which lead to the problem of Juvenile. delinquency-.
The psvchological “technique adopted includes the application of some;
of the well known mental tests. In this study, the investigator is mainly
interested in the “Thematic Apperception Test.” =

The test was applied to a group of 80 Juvenile delinquents whose age
range is from 8 to 12 years. A control group of the same number and
same age range is also included in the study. The children of the two
groups were drown from very much the sameenvironment. They were
very poor and subsequently their standard of Jiving is very low.

The stories given by the children for the cards of the T.A.T. were
analyzed and scores were given in the usual way. Interpretations of stories
were made in the light of thorough case studies and results of their mental
tests. Amongst these were Alexander’s Pass - along Test, Porteus Maze
test, Ciollins and Drever Practical Test. For some children, the Stanford -
Binet Test and the Rorschach ink-blot Test were also applied. So, we had
a fairly good picture of each case included in the study.

The contribution of this investigation could be mentioned under two
main headings :(—

1. It gives us Noyms for the normal group.
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2. It throws some light on the different forces and various factors

ontributing to the problem of Juvenile delinquency.

These forces could be grouped into two main classes :

i. The forces emanating from the child himself (the hero of the
stories). These included so many attitudes towards his \/—vork, and the
people around him, and towards the whole life. It also included his needs,
his inner state and emotions.

2. The press or the forces in the child’s environment. They were more
clear when compared with those of the normal group. Their intensity,
duration and frequency were altogether different. -

The findings of this study stress the great influence of the Chlld s first
environment, mainly the problem family and the broken homes.

More research in the whole problem of Juvenile delinquencyis now
proceeding, and further applications of the T.A.T. are made on vailous
ages, males and females. Results will be published in due course.
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
