The Bearer is our Minister of Marine, the trusty, confidential
and dearest, the select among his Equals for the nobility of his rank,
our Son General Keredine whom we have permitted to visit London,
considering that the accomplished cannot see enough of it; we accom-
pany him with this letter, and have desired him to proceed to your
Lordship’s presence, (should you so far honor him’as to allow him to
do so) for the object of expressing ou feelings of friendship and amity
towards your Great Government, as well as the extent of our reliance
and confidence in it.

That your Lordship may honor him with a hearing, is what we

trust he may obtain from your Lordships friendship, and what we know
from your favor.
