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Declaration of the Rights of man

The representatives of the French people, organized as a
National Assembly, believing that the ignorance, neglect. or
contempt of the rigtht of man are the sole causes of public ca-
lamities and of the corruption of governments - have deter-
imined to set forth in a solemn declaration the natural. inalien-
able. and sacred of man, in order that this declaration. being
constantly before all the members of the social body. shall re-
mind continually of their rights and duties: in order that the
acts of the legislative power, as well as those of the executive
power. may be compared at any moment with the objects and
purposes of all political institution and may thus be more re-
spected: and lastly, in order that the grievances of the citizens.
based hereafter upon simple and incontestable principlies,
shall tend to the maintenance of the constitution and redound
to the happiness of all. Therefore the National Assembly rec-
ognizes and proclaims, in presence and under the auspices of
the Supreme Being, the following rights of man and the citi-
zen:

Art. 1. Men are born and remain free and equal in rights.
Social distinctions may be founded only upon the general
good.
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Art. 2. The aim of all political association is the preserva-
toin of natural and imprescriptible rights of man. These rights
are liberty. povesty security and resistance to oppression.

Art. 3. The Principle of all sovereigegnty resides essential-
ly in the nation. No body nor individual may exercise any au-
thority which does not proceed directly form the nation.

Art. 4. Liberty consists in the freedom to do everything
which injures no one else: hence the exercise of the natural
rights of each man has no limits except those which assure to
other members of the society the enjoyment of the same
rights. These limits can be determined by law.

Art. 5. Law can only prohibit actions as are hurtful to soci-
ety. Nothing may be prevented which is not forbidden by law
and no one may be forced to do anything not pro_vided for by

law.

Art. 6. Law is the expression of the general will. Every citi-
zen has right to participate personally, or through his repre-
sentative in its formation. It must be the same for all. whether
it protects or punishes. All citizens, being equal in the eyes of
the law, are.equally eligible to all dignities and all public posi-
tion and occupations, according 0 their abilities, and without
distinction except that their virtues and talents.

Art. 7. No person shall be according, arrested, or impris-
oned except in the cases and according to the forms prescribed
by law. Any one soliciting. {ransmitting, executing, or causing
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to be executed, any arbitrary order, shall be punished. But any
citizen summeoned or arrested in virtue of the law shall submit
without delay as resistance constitutes an offence.

Art. 8. The law shall provide for such punishments only as
are strictly and obviously necessary, and no one shall suffer
punishment except it be legally inflicted in virtue of a law
passed and promulgated before the commission of the of-
fence.

Art. 9. As all persons are held innocent until they shall
have been declared guilty. If arvest shall be deemed indispens-
able, all harshness not essential to the securing of the prison-
er's person shall severely repressed by law.

Art. 10. No one shall be disquieted on account of his opin-
tons, including his religious views. provided their by law.

Art. 11. The free communicatin of ideas and opinions is
one of the most precious of the right of man. Every citizen
may, accordingly, speak. write. and print with freedom, but
shall be responsible for such abuses of this freedom as shall
be defined by law.

Art. 12. The security of the rights of man of the citizen re-
quires public military forces. These forces are there-
fore established for the good of all and not for the personal ad-
vantage of those to whom they shall be entrusted.

Art. 13. A common contribution is essential for the mainte-
nance of the public forces and for the cost of administratin,
This should be equitably distributed among all the citizen in
proportion to their means.



Art. 14. All the citizen have a right to decide, either pero
nally of by their representatives. as to the necessity of the pub-
lic contributions, to grant this freely. to know to what uses it s
put, and to fix the proportion, the mode of assessment and ol
collection and the duration of the taxes.

Art. 15. Society has right to require of every public agent
an account of his administration.

Art. 16. A society in which the observance of the law is not
assured, nor the separation of powers defined. has no constitu-
tion at all.

Art. 17. Since propeity is an inviolable and sacered right.
no one shall be deprived thereof except where public necessi-
ty. legally determined, shail cleary demand if. and then only
on condition that the owner shall have been previously and
equitably indemnified.
