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Michael's confidence in Basil continued to grow and roused the great envy of

many, who now conspired to destroy the harmony and love between Michael and Basil
and to turn the one against the other by any means possible. these malicious men thus
hoped by means of strife to close the peaceful house of the lord, alternately employing
deceitful words, or letters that masked their malicious intentions, they thus managed to
persuade Michael that he would be violently killed by Basil, and convinced Basil that he
would suffer the same fate at the hands of Michael, who had an unsteady character,
calling him an empty-minded sot. and some say that Michael was absolutely resolved to
kill Basil, and that when the two of them went hunting together, he ordered someone to
strike Basil with a spear.

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MARRIAGE:

1. Marriage is the union of a man and woman and the sharing by them together for
life of a common lot.

2. We must contract lawful marriages and so observe the laws laid down regarding
marriages.

3. A man must have reached the age of puberty and a woman must be competent for
a husband. That is to say he must be fourteen years old and she twelve; and we
apply this rule as well to those who are in subjection as to those who are in
subjection.

4. A marriage cannot be made unless those to be united are in accord and those to
whom they are in subjection assent.

5. A woman married under twelve years old becomes the lawful wife of her husband

so soon as she has attained the age of twelve years’

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When a man has not received dower in the usual way and, wishing to provide his
bride-to-be in a projected marriage, gives her specified property and afterwards receives
it from her as dower, the gift is valid, since the endowment was made" before marriage.
If however he only declares in writing that he has received dower when in fact he has

received nothing, no claim can be made on him for property not transferred to him.

[The Epanagoge adds: The ownership of an ante nuptial gift passes on delivery,
though it be upon the condition that it is forfeited if the marriage does not ensue. A gift
made by anyone to a betrothed with the condition that ownership shall pass after the
wedding is invalid; and for this obvious reason because it postpones ownership to the
time after the wedding when gifts cannot pass between a husband and his wife. And that
is right. For after the wedding ft the husband cannot pass the ownership of his property
to his wife nor the wife to her husband. If then he makes the gift to her perfectly, as his
betrothed, if; it is valid. If he makes the gift to her as his wife it is invalid according to

the law which declares that gifts between husband and wife are invalid.]

2. A gift made by the intending husband to the parents of his betrothed in
consideration of the marriage shall be restored to him if the wedding does not take

place.

- 3. If a woman, in contemplation of a marriage, makes representation to a man
concerning dower, not specifying any definite sum but misleading him to believe that
substantial dower will be given with her, and consequently the man declares or actually
covenants that he will give a specified sum, say two hundred (nomismata), and
thereupon the wedding takes place; and subsequently the man dies, leaving his brother
as his heir, and then the wife makes a claim against the heir for payment of the sum de-
clared or specified by her husband; in that case the law lays down the following rule for

the guidance of the brother The sum which the woman claims from you, representing

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that amount which your brother declared or covenanted to pay to her dower, need not be

paid, since she deceived her husband in regard to the dower which she might provide.

4. The law prescribes that a proxenos of a marriage shall take no pecuniary
benefit from it; and if he was not allowed anything (sc. by the parties) and made no
bargain he shall receive nothing; and if he did make a bargain he shall not be allowed to

receive more than a twentieth part of the dower and pre-nuptial gifts.

5. And since the law declares that a gift to a betrothed is lawful, but a gift to a

wife is not lawful, a question arises whether gifts made on a wedding day are to be
treated as gifts made to a betrothed and therefore valid, or as made to a wife and
therefore invalid. In such a case the law says that, in doubtful circumstances of that
kind, it must be determined where the woman was when the gifts were made. If in her
own house then it would seem that she must be treated as a betrothed and the gifts are

valid.
