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PROJECT INSTRUCTIONS: A Puppet Show: Our Toys

This simple puppet show can be staged with a minimum of extra effort. The show runs
approximately 20 minutes. If the children are willing, they might stage the show themselves
for another class, or an older class could stage it for the kindergarten. The simple props are

described below.

STAGE:

If you use a puppet theater, it must be one with a ledge on which to place the props. A
low, narrow table can also be used and covered with a sheet or tablecloth.

PUPPETS:

Use family puppets, which are often available as ethnic families. You will need a woman,
a man, a boy and a girl. Two puppeteers are required.

In addition, it is helpful to add a character puppet as a “narrator” or “master of cere-
monies.” Any cartoon character, such as Donald Duck, Mickey Mouse or Bugs Bunny can

be used, or any other favorite puppet. This puppet can adib, greeting and sefting the
scene for the children, c:skian the comprehension questions after each scene, introducing
each new scene and asking follow-up questions at the end. He also closes the show.

PROPS:
All of these props are simple enough to be assembled or made by the class as a project.

A small box may be covered with black or silver paper and given a TV screen and some
buttons. Pipe cleaners can serve as an antenna.

Toy miniatures can be used to zrreseni the children’s toys, like the ones given at fastfood
restaurants. If the toys mentioned in the script are not available in miniature, the script can

be adapted to what you can find.

Plans for the car are found at the end of the project instructions. Alternatively, a photocopy
enlargement of an automobile advertisement can be made, colored with markers, and

mounted on stiff cardboard with a holding sfick. It should be large enough that the mother
and two children can stand behind it.

If desired, a cardboard flat can be made at one side of the stage to represent the masjid.
This is opfional.
